1.0 Executive Summary
Newly sworn in January 5, 2023, Governor Jim Pillen wasted no time showing he was serious about 
addressing the digital divide in Nebraska.  The very next day, he announced the creation of a dedicated State 
Broadband Office within the Nebraska Department of Transportation (NDOT). “The broadband office is 
being formed to create a more transparent, flexible, and proactive response for Nebraska’s broadband 
needs. Affordable, accessible, dependable, and high-speed broadband is essential to keeping our kids and 
having them flourish in our state. As we expand and improve broadband access, we will be growing future 
investment and prosperity in Nebraska.” 1

Governing a small, rural state of approximately 2 million people, Governor Pillen was aware Nebraska’s 
many communities are remote which exacerbates cost for Internet service providers to build infrastructure 
– even to support libraries and schools. Immediate action was needed to address Nebraska’s situation. This
Five-Year Action Plan will detail the priorities, assets, obstacles, and barriers faced while also sharing goals,
objectives and plans to solve them. Some key findings are:

• Approximately 32K Nebraskans under 18 are without Internet.  It is critical for their education, future employment,
and social well-being that young people are a part of the digital economy.

• An aging population is increasing pressure for accessible telemedicine and technologies and services to allow
independent living, especially in rural areas far from any type of assisted living communities.

• Agriculture is a key economic driver in Nebraska. Broadband is required to use precision agriculture tools so
Nebraska’s farmers and ranchers may remain competitive and productive in their industry.

• Access to remote work opportunities, faster emergency response, and sophisticated homeland security are critical
opportunities for all states and Nebraska must build out broadband to ensure its citizens are not left behind.

• This buildout will face major workforce and labor challenges. Older workers are leaving the workforce faster than
younger workers are entering it. The lack of training and awareness of opportunities in the sector must also be
addressed.

These efforts will require significant involvement from local government and community organizations, so the 
Nebraska state government is partnering with its eight economic development districts across the state to 
design an equitable plan to bring reliable, affordable broadband to most of the population as soon as 2027. This 
Five-Year Action Plan will be supported by a separate State Digital Equity Plan. In addition, the Departments of 
Labor and Education are heavily involved with workforce and education efforts. 

Outreach efforts were held across the entire state to make sure all population groups were able to express 
their thoughts and concerns. Targeted and broad communication tactics were used to ensure participation, 
especially from those normally unserved and underserved population groups. These sessions will be part of 
an ongoing effort to make sure every Nebraskan is heard throughout these efforts and has the support 
needed to be a part of the digital economy.

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1.0 Executive Summary

Nebraska has a solid plan and is in full force on these efforts. Current priorities include: 

• Project Oversight: Identify gaps in network connectivity to reduce the risk of overbuilding networks.

• Project Effectiveness: Assess all previously funded projects to ensure timely completion for all programs based on
their contracted commitments.

• Categorical Deployment: Prioritize deployment to Unserved locations before underserved, followed by CAIs to
ensure broadband access to all BSLs within the state.

• Reduce Barriers to Deployment: Review permitting processes for efficiency and leverage N-DOT ROW to reach
areas cost-effectively.

• Proactive Middle Mile Design:

» Assess/Invest in Middle Mile to reach hard to connect regions including last mile connections.

» Perform a comprehensive inventory to build out a cohesive plan to connect.

» Develop a hub approach to ensure the middle mile programs can connect to last mile ISP (Internet Service
Providers) providers.

• “Whole of Community” Approach to Future Funding:

» Partner with the Nebraska Economic Development Districts and internet service providers to review all
applications and address each based on the need of the communities.

» Assess previously awarded locations or served locations to ensure needs align with proposal.

• Community Engagement and Involvement: Partner with Digital Equity and Inclusion teams to increase
opportunities for community-based organizations and other stakeholders to support broadband adoption and
digital inclusion.

» Reduce cost of Broadband Services for Consumers:

- Increase participation in Affordability Programs.

- Coordinate with Digital Equity and Inclusion teams to expand targeted outreach for, and participation in
ACP. 

» Increase the availability of skilled applicants for broadband related jobs.

- Partner with stakeholders to increase awareness of broadband careers, opportunities, and training
programs.

- Develop a program to address aging workforce loss and lack of entry for new workers.

- Leverage and scale existing programs.

Bringing universal broadband to Nebraska will include significant effort to connect most of its schools and 
libraries to fiber connections.  In hard-to reach areas, non-fiber solutions such as licensed fixed wireless 
technology will be considered.  Once connected, these locations can serve as reliable Wi-Fi hot spots to the 
communities, students, and technical support teams needed to serve the community.   

 In addition to connectivity, Nebraska must make sure there is access to digital devices and education. 
Community organizations will be able to engage with programs such as eduroam for training and awareness 
materials related to the benefits of broadband, internet safety, and ACP. Internships and apprenticeships will be 
encouraged in high schools and community colleges.   

Connecting more Nebraskans to the internet will have major economic, education, health, and welfare benefits.  
Those currently unserved and underserved populations will have access to new opportunities such as remote 
work, higher levels of education, broader information, and services that will allow more connections and a 
better quality of life. 
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2.0 Overview of the Five-Year Action Plan

Vision
Nebraska’s vision is to grow its economy, education, health care, e-commerce, precision agriculture, 
government access, and public safety by connecting 99% of homes and businesses with reliable and 
affordable high-speed internet access by 2027. As a rural, predominantly agricultural-based state, it is vital 
that Nebraska focuses on growing economic opportunities which can be delivered through the provision of 
affordable and reliable high-speed internet access to all.

Connecting Nebraskans with high-speed internet will help us to achieve our long-term strategic vision of 
promoting innovation, investment, and maximizing technology to expand Nebraska’s economy, create jobs, and 
enhance its competitiveness among all states. Leveraging the significant infusion of federal funding with BEAD 
program funding will produce an opportunity to fulfill this vision and to create opportunities for Nebraskans in 
the following areas:

Healthcare: Nebraska’s vision includes increasing high-speed internet access to all residents to help improve 
the quality of healthcare and access available to consumers living in rural areas. The Coronavirus pandemic 
highlighted the significant shortages in the health care providers across rural Nebraska. Fourteen of the 
state’s 93 counties do not have a primary care physician.2 Rural hospitals make up about 35% of all hospitals 
nationally, but over 68% of Nebraska hospitals.3 This, in turn, limits the health care that rural Nebraskans 
can access, and impacts the ability of communities to attract new residents and businesses. Modernized 
telemedicine services delivered via high-speed internet access are vital to rural residents. Improved access to 
telehealth services will further allow Nebraska’s aging population to age in place providing our residents with 
an opportunity to decide whether to remain in their homes. Ubiquitous and affordable access to high-speed 
internet services will allow Nebraskans to take full advantage of opportunities that modern telemedicine and 
in-home care can provide. 

Education: Our vision is to ensure that every student has the opportunity to grow and learn with access to 
high-speed internet and devices no matter where they reside. Included in this vision is a specific goal to close 
the homework gap. No child in Nebraska should be forced to access the internet from a parking lot outside of 
a closed library or coffee shop in order to complete their homework. According to the 2021 Rural Broadband 
Task Force Report, approximately 12% of Nebraskans do not have a broadband subscription at home. This 
includes 32,000 Nebraskans under 18 years old. On February 1, 2023, the FCC announced additional funding 
commitments for Nebraska students through its Emergency Connectivity Program (ECF). The FCC has 
approved funding commitments for 2,640 connections and 105,764 devices for Nebraska students. Some 
states and organizations have also sought modification to the FCC’s E-Rate structure to cover student 
connections and have requested the FCC waive its rules and authorize school districts to use E-Rate funds to 
provide, for at-home educational use, Wi-Fi hotspots and other solutions for extending network connectivity 
to students who cannot participate in virtual classrooms or work on homework because they lack adequate

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internet connectivity. We intend to explore ways in which the FCC’s E-Rate structure can be utilized to provide 
additional solutions to close the homework gap. 

Precision Agriculture: Agriculture is a major economic driver in Nebraska’s economy. From a national 
perspective, the state consistently ranks fourth in the value of cash receipts from farm marketing, with both 
productive crop and livestock components. Nebraska is fourth in the nation, with nearly 46 million acres of 
land in farms and ranches, including nearly 8 million irrigated acres. The deployment of high-speed internet 
connectivity throughout our rural community is necessary for the adoption of precision agriculture applications 
and tools like soil mapping, traceability solutions, and aerial imagery technology, which will in turn help 
producers to lower costs, increase efficiency, and maximize productivity. 

In 2022, the Nebraska Legislature provided clear direction that connectivity for, and adoption of, precision 
agriculture applications is an extremely high priority for the State of Nebraska. Because connectivity 
throughout farms and ranches is vital to Nebraska’s economy, the Nebraska Broadband Office (NBO) believes 
that this Plan’s vision must include the State’s priority for precision agriculture objectives and deployment 
strategies. Based upon the definition of “broadband serviceable location” and the BEAD NOFO requirements, 
specific BEAD funding may not be available for connections to farm irrigation systems, grain elevators and 
other locations with processing or storing crops, or additional field and ranch assets where connections 
may be needed for precision agriculture. However, our vision includes the creation of an inventory of needed 
connectivity to these locations so that state and possible federal funding can be allocated to the purpose of 
increasing connectivity and innovation where significant to Nebraska producers. 

E-commerce and Economic Development: To remain competitive in the global economy Nebraska
communities must be able to have access to high-speed internet services. Nebraska’s vision is to implement
a coordinated effort to address the need for availability and to provide training on how to use information
technology to enhance economic opportunities. Nebraska’s vision includes providing resources to local
governments so that they can use technology more efficiently and effectively to deliver community services.

Public Safety and Homeland Security: High-speed internet access is necessary to ensure all Nebraskans 
have access to modern public safety and homeland security. It allows first responders to send and receive 
video and data. It can improve network access and technology needed to more accurately pinpoint locations 
of callers and the speed by which first responders can react to emergencies. Nebraska’s vision is to promote 
cybersecurity and infrastructure resiliency to increase confidence and adoption of high-speed internet 
applications. 

Digital Opportunities: In addition to having broadband access available, Nebraskans should be empowered 
with sufficient capabilities, should be able to afford broadband, and should be provided access to opportunities 
to develop digital literacy skills. By ensuring that Nebraskans have access to affordable, quality broadband, an 
appropriate device, and the skills to use technologies at home, in school, on the farm or ranch, in businesses, 
in health care, and in government, Nebraska will grow its economy and improve the lives of all Nebraskans. 
Mainly due to income levels and an aging population, most of Nebraska’s residents fall into a covered 
population group, so the state’s broadband efforts will have great focus on digital equity and inclusion.
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Goals and Objectives4

Based on June 2023 data, 12% -15% of Nebraska’s locations are unserved or underserved, and approximately 
105,000 households lack acceptable access to the internet5. A driver of limited access includes an unfavorable 
business case for investment, especially in rural areas. The drivers for the adoption gap are affordability, devices, 
and literacy. The goals and objectives below will address gaps to expand access and close the digital divide.

Goal One: Bolster economic opportunity by 
connecting every Nebraska household and 
business to high-speed internet.
Universal access to broadband will bring significant economic opportunities. Developing high-speed networks, 
however, is an expensive proposition. Network deployment should maximize the scalability of that network 
to minimize future investments required to meet evolving consumer needs. This concept is referred to as the 
deployment of a “future proof” network. The State’s broadband policies give preference to symmetrical speeds 
of 100/100Mbps or higher. The grant program design must be nimble and competitive as Nebraska is a high-
cost state and criteria will include incentives for investment in rural areas with critical need. Successful grant 
applicants will include both last and middle mile infrastructure and where necessary, may involve the use of 
alternative technologies.

Supporting Objectives:

• Target State grants and programs to unserved or underserved areas where private investment alone cannot sustain
the investment needed to provide 100/100 Mbps broadband service.

• Maximize private funding and investment in broadband buildouts to provide broadband service of 100/100Mbps
and, where not practical, 100/20Mbps scalable to 100/100Mbps in Nebraska’s most hard to serve areas.

• Utilize the best available location-level mapping and analytics to assess areas of critical need and to target areas
that require subsidies.

Goal Two: Expand digital inclusion and adoption to 
achieve affordability, access, and digital literacy.
Connecting all Nebraskan households to high-speed internet access requires investment in digital equity. 
Nebraska’s digital equity efforts are focusing on affordable access to service, access to internet-enabled 
devices, and digital literacy. The Nebraska State Digital Equity Plan will support the digital equity strategies of 
the Nebraska Strategic Broadband Plan and provide more detail. 

Supporting Objectives:

• Conduct a landscape analysis of existing digital literacy programs and develop strategies to address any gaps.

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• Leverage E-rate special construction and ensure that connectivity to network infrastructure is available during
emergencies.

• Address broadband affordability.

• Expand digital literacy training and support throughout Nebraska.

• Expand access to digital devices.

Goal Three: Enable Nebraska to thrive by fostering 
and supporting a digital economy.
The state plays an important role in supporting the digital economy. Supporting and funding programs that 
address labor shortages, implementing digital government strategies, removing administrative barriers, 
increasing efficiencies, and aligning broadband efforts with existing programs will all help foster the digital 
economy.

Supporting Objectives:

• Encourage the utilization of broadband technology to create efficiencies for key industries and constituencies
within the state.

• Grow workforce development programs to prepare and support industry to address labor shortages in targeted
industries.

• Improve delivery of government services by leveraging technology and facilitating a culture of innovation and
efficiency among government agencies.

• Leverage strategies and public-private partnerships to improve the digital economy within Nebraska to maximize
broadband investment.

Goal Four: Develop robust collaboration across 
Nebraskan communities through strategic planning 
of broadband and digital equity to ensure that 
all unserved, underserved, and underrepresented 
communities are connected. 
Community resiliency is the ability to use available resources over the long-term to respond to needs. This can 
happen if there are systems in place to connect individuals and groups and allow them to coalesce to meet 
collective needs. Broadband is essential to enabling that interconnection. The Broadband Office will develop 
a model that encourages and empowers stakeholders to convene around shared goals and values to find 
solutions that will reduce the existence of the digital divide.

Supporting Objectives:

• Develop regular forums by which broadband policy and decision making can be promulgated and feedback for
such policy and decision making can be provided.

• Utilize robust collaboration to create local engagement by proactively developing local leadership capacity so that
transparent informed local policy making can assist in providing broadband access to all Nebraskans.

Inclusion 

3.1 Existing Programs (NTIA #1, 2, 3, & 4)

Universal Service 
Fund Mechanisms

In 1999, the NPSC established the Nebraska 
Universal Service High-Cost Program which 
is designed to provide quality access to 
telecommunications and information services 
to consumers in rural high-cost areas. Currently, 
the high-cost program budget is $48 million 
with roughly $28 million dedicated to broadband 
deployment projects. 

This program administered by the NPSC 
provides rural consumers with reasonably 
comparable communications services 
at comparable rates. The state universal 
service fund program includes the following 
components: high-cost (broadband buildout 
and ongoing) support, Telehealth, E-Rate 
Special Construction, wireless tower 
construction, Lifeline supplement, COVID-19 
relief, and broadband adoption. 

Nebraska Broadband 
Bridge Program

Established in 2021, this broadband grant 
program is administered by the NPSC. Each 
year the Commission awards roughly $20 
million to providers for broadband deployment 
projects.

Competitive grant program administered by the 
NPSC which provides broadband infrastructure 
support to unserved and underserved locations. 

In each grant cycle, unserved locations 
are prioritized in the first priority tier and 
underserved locations can be funded in the 
second priority tier if allocated funding remains. 
The intended outcome is to connect unserved 
and underserved locations in Nebraska with 
speeds of 100/100 Mbps. 

Library Broadband 
Connectivity Program

Initiative to connect all Nebraska libraries to 
broadband. 

Nebraska E-Rate Special Construction 
Matching fund program provides match for 
broadband construction funded through 
federal E-Rate program. Through NUSF-117, the 
Nebraska Public Service Commission (NPSC) 
has allocated $1 million from the Nebraska 
Universal Service Fund (NUSF) for the E-Rate 
Special Construction Matching Program. 
The funding has been spread over a four 
one-year funding periods from 2021 to 2024, 
with $750,000 available in the first year of the 
program (2021)

The intent is to increase participation in E-Rate 
by assisting libraries with the process. The 
Nebraska Library Commission was created to 
provide education, training, and consultation 
services to Nebraska public library staff to 
assist with E-Rate applications. As current 
E-Rate participation is low, the PSC is also
receiving comments on the Nebraska E-Rate
program NUSF-117 docket regarding needed
construction funding and program awareness
ideas.6

ARPA Capital

In accordance with the American Rescue Plan 
Act of 2021 (ARPA), the state of Nebraska 
has been awarded over $80 million to assist 
in overcoming the digital divide through the 
continued build-out of high-speed broadband. 
To ensure the equitable distribution of 
ARPA funding, the Nebraska Public Service 
Commission (PSC) utilized the Nebraska 
Broadband Bridge Program (NBBP) as the 
operative framework as a means of distributing 
funding. 

Utilizing funding in Districts 1 and 3 with no 
less than $40M for each district. No more than 
$35M in District 2 for multi-purpose community 
facilities. Projects are reviewed annually, and 
the 2023 programs will be awarded in June 
2023 with funding to be spent by 2026. All 
applicants must include a digital equity plan and 
include community outreach for the program.

The one-
year grant started in October of 2022. States 
which complete plans can apply for $7.2 million 
or more in funding over 5 years to implement 
a state digital access, skills and opportunities 
grant program

The goals are to aid priority populations 
individually and through public libraries. 
Approximately 75% of Nebraska’s population 
is included in one or more priority population. 
Those living in rural areas and older adults 
are Nebraska’s largest priority populations. 
Libraries play an important role in digital equity 
efforts. However, only 15% of Nebraska’s 
libraries have broadband service of 100 Mbps 
down or greater. Planning efforts will address 
the capacity of libraries— particularly small, 
rural libraries—to participate in digital equity 
efforts.
Planning activities will include: 
• Inventory of digital inclusion assets and

identification of best practices
• Webinars on priority populations, best

practices, and other topics
• Listening sessions focused on priority

populations
• The development of regional digital equity

plans
• A statewide planning conference

For the Broadband Office to be able to assess the needs of the community, track the efforts of ongoing 
broadband deployment, interact with the service providers and community groups, and grant funds, additional 
staff will be required. Currently staff consists of a Director and Deputy Director. We expect to add seven full-
time dedicated employees with support from additional part-time contract staff to build out the program.

3.2 Partnerships (#10d)
The 2021 Report from the Rural Broadband Taskforce in Nebraska spoke to the creation and leverage of both 
Public Private Partnerships (P3 ) and the possible role of Cooperatives and Public Power Districts. While an 
updated report from the Taskforce is due later in 2023, a number of their 2021 recommendations may have 
application to BEAD projects and programming as follows:

Grant programs such as the Remote Access Rural Broadband grant program and the Nebraska Broadband 
Bridge program are essentially a form of public-private partnerships in which public funds are used to provide 
funding to telecommunications companies or public-private partnerships for broadband deployment. 

Nebraska’s first broadband grant program, the Remote Access Rural Broadband Grant Program, demonstrated 
the impact of state broadband grant programs on broadband deployment. The program, which was funded 
by the CARES Act and administered by the Nebraska Department of Economic Development, provided $29.5 
million in funding for 60 projects which brought broadband to 17,600 households. The Nebraska Legislature 
established the Nebraska Broadband Bridge grant program by enacting LB 388 in 2021 and appropriated $20 
million a year for two years for the program.

Public-Private Partnerships and Broadband Planning
Examine alternatives for deployment of broadband services to areas that remain unserved or underserved, 
such as reverse auction programs described in section 4 of LB994 (2018 ) public-private partnerships, 
funding for competitive deployment, and other measures, and make recommendations to the Public Service 
Commission to encourage deployment in such areas.
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Findings and Recommendations 

Traditional models of public-private broadband partnerships have primarily been utilized in communities, but 
not rural areas outside of city or town limits. Some models, however, could be adapted for use in rural areas. 
Stakeholders could take the following considerations into account: 

• Public-private partnerships should include consumer protections and ensure quality of service.

• Stakeholders should be aware that forming a public-private partnership takes time.

In forming a public-private partnership, stakeholders should ensure that the needs of residential and/or rural 
areas are considered and not just the needs of businesses. 

Public power districts and cooperatives deployment of broadband services in rural Nebraska through 
public-private partnerships. 

Public power districts and cooperatives may own fiber rings to connect necessary electric controls and data 
points. This communications network enables public power districts to safely operate and manage the electric 
grid. The communications network then could be leveraged to facilitate the deployment of broadband in rural 
areas in several ways: 

• A public power district or cooperative could work with a local telecommunications provider to put fiber in to
connect electric communication needs. The local telecommunications provider could sell some of the fiber to the
public power district or cooperative. The telecommunications provider could also connect homes and businesses
passed by the newly installed fiber.

• A public power district or cooperative could work with a local telecommunications provider to put fiber in to
connect electric communication needs and could then lease services from the telecommunications provider. The
telecommunications provider could also connect homes and businesses passed by the newly installed fiber.

• Following a one-dig policy, as public power districts replace aging infrastructure, fiber could be placed overhead at a
cost of a few dollars per foot. The dark fiber could be leased to telecommunications providers.

• Public power districts and other public entities could aggregate their demand for telecommunications services
through a joint RFP which could be put out for bid by the State. Telecommunications providers could connect
homes and businesses passed by the newly installed fiber.

LB 992 (2020) was introduced with the intent making the process of leasing dark fiber by public entities less 
burdensome and established a process to use private utility easements for communications. LB 992 also 
specified that leases of dark fiber to provide broadband in areas lacking broadband of 25 Mbps download and 
3 Mbps upload do not need to contribute a portion of the proceeds to the Nebraska Universal Service Fund. 

Fiber swaps between public power districts and providers are another form of public-private partnership and 
may be easier to implement than leasing dark fiber. The formation of broadband cooperatives may be an 
option for unserved and underserved areas. 

The NBO will continue to work with Nebraska leadership, stakeholders, and citizens to evaluate 2021 task force 
recommendations considering BEAD planning and deployment requirements and priorities and develop future 
policies regarding the creation and/or use of public private partnerships and cooperatives as part of the overall 
broadband strategy. The Task Force is scheduled to issue their next report by November 1, 2023.

The PSC was accountable for the BEAD program until June 6, 2023, when the work 
formally transferred to the newly created Nebraska Broadband Office (NBO).  The PSC 
did the initial groundwork on stakeholder engagement and community feedback.  As the 
group that regulates telecommunications carriers, the PSC will be an important partner in 
delivering internet to all Nebraskans. 

Tribal Nations Broadband Office is partnering with Nebraska’s Four Tribal Nations: Omaha, Ponca, 
Santee Sioux, and Winnebago to ensure the needs of these communities are included in 
the plan.
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3.3 Asset Inventory (#6)
Part of the inventory was conducted through twenty-six listening sessions across the state with conversations 
and/or meetings held with cities and counties, and each of the eight Economic Development Districts (EDD). 
The remainder of the data gathering was accomplished from additional meetings with several broadband 
providers and representatives of cities and counties. The NBO analyzed an initial asset inventory for each of the 
EDD regions. This data was collected as part of the state’s Digital Equity Planning Grant and has not yet been 
aggregated at a state-wide level. The NBO plans a more robust and comprehensive asset inventory data as the 
BEAD Initial Proposal deliverable is administered. The updated inventory will provide a centralized location for 
community assets across the state accessible by state, local, non-profit entities, and individual residents. The 
EDDs will be key in executing this state-wide inventory when fully developed as they have deep relationships 
with community organizations.

3.3.1 Broadband Deployment
The broadband office itself is housed within NDOT. As such, the office will coordinate with NDOT on local 
and state improvement projects to reduce the cost of expanding broadband in areas where the state is 
reviewing, planning, or executing road, bridge, and other work. This partnership enables coordination of each 
department’s infrastructure projects and when possible, align work to reduce costs. 

Nearly every state in the U.S. has some portion of their power utilities that are publicly owned. Nebraska however 
is the only state served 100% by publicly owned utilities, such as municipal utilities, electric cooperatives, or 
public power districts. Public utilities in the state exist to serve customers and operate under a not-for-profit 
status. This public utility infrastructure enables easy access to utility poles for aerial deployment of broadband 
where underground deployment is not possible. According to conversations with cities and counties the process 
of securing a pole attachment takes an average of two weeks and requires a small fee of less than $50 paid to 
the city/county. Some providers expressed frustration with this process, but it is the NBO’s position that better 
communication is needed between providers and municipalities to improve the existing process.

Tower access is a key part of the broadband network fabric for rural and sparsely populated areas. The 
Nebraska Public Service Commission (NPSC) has inventoried 325 cell towers that can be leveraged for 
expanding broadband. The Nebraska Office of the Chief Information Officer (OCIO has also inventoried 81 
towers used for public safety purposes. In some extremely rural areas of the state Wi-Fi access points are 
placed on water towers or grain elevators. For example, the Litchfield Public Library accesses their broadband 
network from a hotspot using this arrangement. These towers have the potential to be considered for future 
broadband projects.

Publicly accessible mapping data is also an important asset for connectivity. The Nebraska Game and Parks 
Commission manages over 1.2 million acres (about half the area of Connecticut of publicly accessible land 
that is in the northwest section of the state. The topographical data is available for public use through an 
online GIS mapping system7 that enables identification of land accessible to the public and the means to 
access it. Efforts are underway to link this mapping information via a new state broadband mapping project 
that is the responsibility of NBO. By having access to this data set, broadband providers will have a new 
source of information to be considered for potential new broadband network expansions.

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As part of the public utility infrastructure, several municipalities have installed fiber to facilitate internal 
communications. Much of this fiber is dark and could be leveraged for broadband deployment. State statutes 
permit any agency or political subdivision that owns dark fiber to sell (86-576 or lease it (86-577.

3.3.2 Broadband Adoption
With the assistance of federal and state universal service funding, grants, and loans, some companies have 
taken the initiative to deploy high-speed internet services throughout their service territories. Other providers 
have not, despite the availability of funding sources that offset the capital construction costs, which remains an 
untapped asset. 

This environment has resulted in a patchwork of high-speed internet availability throughout the state. For 
the most part, the larger internet providers have favored investment in urban and suburban areas where 
concentrations of people are tightly clustered. Given the state’s rural layout on the west side and middle of the 
state, there are fewer people that have access to adequate broadband services in these remote and sparsely 
populated areas. Consequently, communities that are farther from population centers and are not served by 
larger internet providers are less likely to have access to high-speed internet. This becomes a perpetual loop 
of less investment in rural, older, and lower-income communities, where subscription rates tend to be lower 
driving less capital investment to develop broadband. As discussed later in section 4, even small providers are 
reluctant to invest in a sparsely populated area unless they can justify the return on investment.

When broadband adoption is examined by county, it is evident that broadband adoption in counties nearer to 
the higher density cities like Lincoln and Omaha is far greater than in other areas of the state. For example, 
Loup County is Nebraska’s fifth-lowest populous county and the tenth-lowest populous county in the United 
States. While the municipal government provides various online services, only 67% of the county has internet 
access and 56% have a cell phone plan. Moreover, less than 10% of residents only have a cellular data plan.

The Nebraska Department of Education, Nebraska Office of the Chief Information Officer, Network Nebraska, 
and the University of Nebraska Information Technology Services have partnered on a pilot program launched 
by the United States Office of Educational Technology called ConnectED for Nebraska public and private 
K-12 schools and Educational Service Units. Nebraska is one of three states selected to take part in the pilot 
program. 

ConnectED enables students, teachers, and school leaders to access the internet via secure Wi-Fi at any 
participating school, non-profit, museum, or other partner organization around the world through a platform 
called eduroam. More than 300 schools, colleges, and non-profits that are members of Network Nebraska are 
eligible to participate in the pilot program8 that provides reliable fiber internet. 

Most importantly, Nebraska residents can access the network to provide additional bandwidth to schools. For 
example, provider ALLO Communications has partnered with ConnectED to deliver internet connectivity. ALLO 
customers in the Lincoln service area can opt into the program and provide excess bandwidth for students 
enrolled in Lincoln Public Schools.

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The Nebraska Library Commission coordinates the work of 273 public libraries throughout the state. The 
commission is developing a program to provide enhanced cybersecurity services to member libraries that will 
enable smaller rural libraries to filter internet traffic and secure their networks at no additional cost to them.

A recent survey by the Library Commission (conducted from November 2022 to February 2023)  reported 247 
of the 273 public libraries responding. Of these, 224 reported providing internet access for the public, with 
about 2,300 computers available for use. In all but one, wireless internet access is available with 95 of these 
libraries reporting using fiber to connect to the internet. This data is self-reported and will need to be verified for 
the Initial Proposal. 

In 2022, almost 8 million wireless sessions were documented at public libraries. Currently, 19 public libraries 
offer hotspot loan programs with 151 hotspot devices lent to patrons. 

Speed is a challenge for most libraries. Of those reporting, approximately 57.5% offer 1 Gbps or higher for their 
download speed but depending on the primary connection the download speed can be as low as 12 Mbps. 
Notably, the Gilbert Public Library in Friend, Nebraska can only offer 6 Mbps using a cable connection. This 
data is self-reported and will need to be verified for the Initial Proposal.

In addition, every county in the state has a senior center, and many of those provide public access to 
computers with several providing digital skills training to older residents. The American Association of Retired 
People also hold digital skill sessions across the state. Unfortunately, community centers are not a source of 
reliable access points as nearly all centers only provide internet access during events and often only those 
participating in the event have access. 

Subsidy or loaner programs are available in every county. They are offered by retailers, non-profits, and 
businesses that are primarily technology-based businesses. Pricing varies from $10 to $1,250 per device. 
Some organizations charge monthly fees for support, a few charges by the hour, with most charging flat fees 
per incident. 

3.3.3 Broadband Affordability
Each of the EDDs have web pages devoted to promoting the ACP programs with some of the broadband 
providers listed on their websites. However, adoption of ACP is extremely low. There are approximately 
283,000 ACP eligible households in the state with only 4.3% of households enrolled in the program. With such 
a low adoption rate and knowing there is in many cases a high need particularly in rural counties, the 
broadband office can leverage partnerships with other state agencies and execute the strategies detailed in 
section 5.4. The need to promote ACP among schools in cooperation with senior centers and community non-
profits was mentioned in multiple conversations with libraries, EDDs, and ISPs.

The Nebraska Department of Health and Human Services manages the Low-Income Home Energy 
Assistance Program (LIHEAP). This federally funded program helps low-income households stay safe and 
healthy by providing financial assistance to offset the costs of heating and cooling. LIHEAP particularly helps 
households that pay a high portion of household income for home energy to meet their immediate home 
energy needs. The Nebraska Public Power District in partnership with Nebraska 2-1-1 operates the Pennies for 
Power 
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program to help residents with electric expenses. The NBO will explore partnering with programs like these to 
promote or automate the process of enrolling for ACP.

3.3.4 Broadband Access
Nebraska has a variety of government and private sector assets where broadband is accessible for residents. 
The location of these existing networks using fiber have connectivity that varies depending on topography 
and population. Data showing locations for public Wi-Fi, mobile Wi-Fi, and open access middle mile networks 
is currently limited. The office understands this relationship to location and how it negatively affects access to 
services for entities like libraries, hotels that offer public Wi-Fi, and other similar agencies. This limited data will 
need to be expanded in a larger state-wide asset inventory assessment effort.

As mentioned previously, each of the eight Nebraska EDDs provided NBO with an asset inventory for their 
regions. Data reported varied in content with some being more comprehensive than others. The NBO plans 
to consolidate all data as a comprehensive tool accessible to the public and made searchable. Until then, the 
office has a good set of data to start with. The following concerns on digital equity were contributed by the 
respective EDDs.

There are more than 100 ISPs serving the state. However, as the regional inventory found, actual connectivity 
does not match the marketing of providers. For example, the Central Nebraska Economic Development 
District (CNEDD ) which includes Loup County, has reported that 67% of the county has internet service and it is 
the most disconnected county in the state. CNEDD serves 14 counties, which is the largest economic 
development district with the lowest population density per square mile in Nebraska. Most of these residents 
reported in the CNEDD survey that they had to travel some distance to access strong internet and drive even 
further for things like device service or repair. 

Within this region internet speeds are slower than advertised as determined through ground speed tests 
conducted by the Nebraska Regional Officials Council. These tests found average download speeds of 
around 15 Mbps. According to data collected and analyzed by CNEDD, almost 50% of households have no 
broadband service in the region. The only access many people have to the internet in this region is by driving to 
a community library, senior center, or a community center. In general, the data collected by the CNEDD seems 
to be consistent with what is being experienced in most of the rural parts of the state. 

Within the Southeast EDD, 85 organizations participated in the inventory survey which included 14 senior 
centers and 12 non-profit organizations with almost half of the respondents being libraries. (Library data is 
provided in detail above through the Nebraska Library Commission). Nearly 40% of the other respondent 
organizations indicated they have internet speed of at least 100 Mbps to and 20 Mbps.

The CNEDD identified 6 senior centers in their region. Only two offer access to computers for seniors and they 
are outdated devices. There are 20 community centers, but none offer consistent public internet access. 
Notably, the region offers no service options for people with disabilities, nor do they have programs that focus 
on Covered Populations.

The Metro EDD region, home to the City of Omaha, is the most populous area in Nebraska. Within this region 
127 senior centers were identified of which 85 provide public internet access but only 38 provide access to 
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devices. In addition, 35 of the centers provide virtual programs for rural residents in the region offering 104 
targeted services to rural seniors.

There are 65 organizations that provide device access programs in the Northeast EDD region. Most of these 
programs either rent, lease, or loan devices. Including libraries in this region, 84 organizations provide device 
and technical support with most providing the service at no cost. For those people without devices, 97 
organizations report having 636 public devices available for use.

There are services such as computer training, device loan programs, and retailers that provide support to 
residents around the state. In each EDD region there are at least ten non-profit organizations that provide 
device access or online training courses. All residents could acquire devices or get support from a retailer. 
However, some communities, as previously discussed, are very remote from retail locations and affordability 
becomes a concern for some of those in need.

3.3.5  Digital Equity
Digital Equity is in its infancy throughout the state and is a topic of interest among libraries and the EDDs. The 
EDDs are driving the digital equity push at the regional level and are working with community and civic 
organizations to provide training. The critical issue, as discussed multiple times, is the lack of reliable internet 
access in rural parts of the state.

The state’s agriculture community and the larger agricultural industry are adopting precision agriculture. As 
the BEAD program develops in Nebraska engaging with this industry will be a key component for the 
broadband office. Through partnerships with groups like county extension offices, 4-H clubs, and other 
agricultural bodies the NBO will gain a more complete understanding of the needs of farms and ranches in 
the state. In addition, the broadband office has a good partnership with the Nebraska Public Service 
Commission, the OCIO, and the Nebraska Information Technology Commission which will help to expand the 
understanding of the need for additional broadband services throughout the state.

3.4 Needs and Gaps Assessment (#9)
As the world becomes increasingly connected, access to reliable and high-speed internet has become an essential 
requirement for economic growth, education, healthcare, and social inclusion. In Nebraska, there are areas across 
the state that do not readily have reliable access to broadband services. To address access gaps, Nebraska is 
taking a proactive approach through data analysis and mapping to understand where these gaps reside. (see 
Appendix H for more detail)

Identifying the Needs and Gaps
The BEAD program empowers eligible entities in Nebraska to identify and address critical needs and gaps in 
the state’s broadband infrastructure. This comprehensive assessment encompasses a range of 
requirements, including:
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3.4.1 Broadband Deployment
Understanding Serviceable Locations 

To identify the requirements for Broadband Service Locations (BSLs), a comprehensive gap analysis must be 
conducted, starting with a review of all currently served locations. Utilizing essential tools like the FCC fabric 
and the new Nebraska Broadband Map, we aim to pinpoint all served locations with internet speeds of 100/20 
Mbps or higher, which will help us determine the need for additional serviceable locations. Once this initial 
assessment is complete, we can further refine and prioritize our broadband expansion strategy.

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Service to Unserved Locations

A primary goal of the BEAD program is to provide internet access to areas that currently lack any form of 
broadband service. These unserved locations are often in rural and remote regions, where traditional internet 
providers may determine deployment to be economically challenging. By extending connectivity to these 
underserved communities, the state can unlock their full potential and promote economic development.

In addition to unserved areas, the BEAD program targets locations with limited or subpar broadband service. 
These underserved locations may have access to internet connectivity, but the speeds or reliability may 
not be sufficient to support modern digital activities. Enhancing broadband access in these areas will help 
improve economic opportunities, education, and overall quality of life. It is important to not only understand 
underserved locations but previously funded programs in these areas to ensure overbuilding in these areas do 
not conflict with federal, state, or local programs.

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The Nebraska Broadband Office (NBO) was established by Executive Order No 23-02 and LB 683 to coordinate 
broadband deployment across the state in May 2023 and appointed its first director on July 17, 2023. Governor 
Jim Pillen announced, “The Broadband Office will connect Nebraska, coordinating efforts across state and 
federal programs to ensure there is an innovative vision and execution capable of bringing broadband services 
to our rural communities.” New Director Patrick Haggerty commented, “As someone who grew up in Nebraska 
and built a career serving rural America, I am thankful for the opportunity to return to Nebraska with a focus of 
bringing high-speed internet to all Nebraskans.”

The NBO will encourage the review and reform of broadband policies and regulatory frameworks to encourage 
broadband deployment. This includes updating right-of-way policies, promoting competition, and other 
regulatory reforms identified throughout the BEAD program.

In addition, the NBO will work to invest in infrastructure. The NBO is allocating funds through BEAD to build 
broadband infrastructure, especially in rural unserved or underserved areas. This involves providing fiber to the 
home and may also consider investing in fixed licensed wireless technologies, or other initiatives where high-
cost access is not feasible with fiber networks.

To better inform broadband deployment, the NBO will need to undertake a comprehensive data collection and 
mapping of broadband services inventory. This allows for better understanding of gaps in access and targets 
those areas for improvement.
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Beyond infrastructure and data collection, the NBO will need to work with community leaders and ISPs to find 
workers to build and maintain the network. In a recent survey of Internet service providers done by the NBO, 
the primary concerns voiced were labor and workforce. As Nebraska’s workforce is aging with 1 out of every 4 
workers aged 55+, fewer young people entering and advancing in this industry, and unemployment at 1.9% as 
of June 2023, attracting and training the needed workforce to meet the demand in the timeframes forecasted, 
is a major hurdle. The NBO will work closely with the Nebraska Department of Labor (NDOL) to create training 
programs, apprenticeships, and partner outreach to under-served markets to create a diverse workforce 
representative of the communities Nebraska services. Details on the Nebraska Workforce plan may be found in 
Section 5.4.

Lastly, NBO will focus on coming up with solutions to fund “high-cost areas” as current estimates to cover 
desired full footprint with fiber only requires an additional $870,225,369 to complete the deployment for the 
remaining locations once current state and federal funding is used.

A Holistic Approach to Broadband Expansion
The BEAD program adopts a holistic approach to broadband expansion, recognizing different areas may 
require varying solutions. While fiber-optic networks provide the most robust and scalable connectivity, 
extending fiber to all regions may not be economically feasible. Therefore, this program allows for exploring 
alternative technologies, such as licensed fixed wireless to bridge the gap in hard-to-reach areas.

This program acknowledges the importance of public-private partnerships in advancing broadband access. 
By collaborating with various stakeholders, including local internet service providers and community 
organizations, the state can leverage their expertise and resources to deploy sustainable and cost-effective 
solutions.

3.4.2 Broadband Adoption 
Nebraska continues to struggle with broadband adoption, improving digital literacy and citizen participation 
in the Affordable Connectivity Program (ACP). Despite these struggles, Nebraska is committed to improve 
broadband adoption rates across the state by tracking the increase in households with broadband through 
capable devices, improving digital literacy, increasing household broadband subscription, and leveraging multi-
sector strategies to aid in broadband adoption. 

• Household access and capable devices9: For widespread broadband adoption to occur, two primal offerings are
required: 1) all citizens have access to broadband services at their home, and 2) all citizens have an equipped device
that supports access to broadband services.

The BroadbandUSA community 10report shown below indicate 13% of Nebraska’s households have no 
broadband access and 10% don’t have a device to access the internet. According to 2020 Census statistics just 
over 40,000 households have no computer of any kind to access the internet.

3.0	 Current State of Broadband and Digital Inclusion

	• Digital Literacy. Nebraska is committed to closing the digital divide by better understanding barriers citizens and 
communities experience across the state through community adoption, outreach, and engagement sessions. 
These sessions will better position the NBO to effectively educate communities and stakeholders in the future. 
The NBO will further outreach efforts to increase adoption and provide access to the hardest to reach locations 
throughout the state. 

	• Subscription. The US Census 2021 Five-Year Estimates report 87.6% of the 766,887 households in Nebraska have 
an internet subscription. While this is slightly higher than the US percentage of 87.2%, it also amplifies that 12.4% or 
94,941 Nebraskan households are without an internet subscription. 

Broadband internet access is available in three types across Nebraska:
	• Cable, Fiber, or DSL: 71.7%
	• Satellite: 7%
	• Cellular Only: 10.7% 

The table below shows annual household income has a direct impact to household broadband access. This 
exhibit provides annual household income for Nebraskan citizens in 2021.

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To support this, the table identifies 10 Counties with a high incidence of no internet subscriptions. This 
emphasizes inequities in broadband reach across the state with areas in most need.

Multi-sector adoption strategies. The NBO will employ the following multi-sector 
strategies for broadband adoption: 

• Public-Private Partnerships: The NBO will collaborate with private sector broadband providers to expand coverage
by funding, streamline permitting processes, and offer other incentives to encourage expansion.

• Leverage community-based partnerships that are already trusted to recruit and train outreach staff.

• Partner with Universities and other educational institutions to create digital skills training that is age appropriate.
• Establish a central listing of all public Wi-Fi locations in the state. Every CAI should have fiber broadband service,

and each should function as a Wi-Fi location.

• Digital Literacy Framework: Partner with educational institutions, libraries, and community organizations to
promote digital literacy programs. This helps ensure that residents not only have access to broadband but also
have the know-how to effectively use it. Develop an online training platform and continue to offer education to
improve digital literacy.

• Precision Agriculture: From yield monitoring to machine learning, precision agriculture requires the bandwidth
demands of high-speed internet to assist farmers in delivering crops to market including livestock health and data
analytics. Internet of Things (IoT) technology, drones, livestock tag monitoring and a multitude of connected devices
can increase yield throughout the agriculture industry. A USDA report states the US agriculture industry can obtain a
gross economic increase of $18b to $23b annually using this technology. As Nebraska has 44.9 million acres of
farmland, we are among the top five states to benefit from accessing this technology. Nebraska is also among the
top 5 states for net income per farm translating to $4.1B.12 Utilizing precision agriculture technology there is
potential to improve the economic output for the state.

• Telehealth Initiatives: Nebraska will work with healthcare providers to leverage broadband for telehealth services.
This includes access to online doctor visits, remote patient monitoring, education, and digital health records, all of
which can improve healthcare outcomes and increase efficiency.

• Economic Development Programs: Broadband is a powerful tool for economic development to attract new
businesses, support entrepreneurship, and facilitate work-from-home opportunities. This will involve creating online
portals for business services, offering broadband-based training and education, along with other initiatives.

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	• School Connectivity: The NBO will collaborate with school districts to ensure all students have access to 
broadband for educational purposes. This involves assessing broadband connectivity to schools, offering 
subsidized home broadband (ACP) for low-income students, or other initiatives.

	• During the BEAD program, the NBO will conduct continuous assessments of the broadband landscape across 
Nebraska. Data analytics will position the NBO to define goals and strategies for implementation that ultimately 
support widespread broadband adoption across the state. 

3.4.3 Broadband Affordability 
Nebraska is a rural state that will focus on providing competitive rates for broadband access to ensure quality 
of life throughout the state. Working with ISPs to set standards on affordability and offering plans to meet the 
needs of all citizens across the state is crucial for the success of the BEAD program. 

To establish competitive rate thresholds, the NBO may address these through awards of all future funding 
programs by requiring each ISP to offer basic rates with viable broadband speeds. As an example, options for 
lower speed broadband access for $30/month would provide ACP programs to a wider range of customers 
with the potential to offer broadband access for free. Using a tiered approach, multiple competitive plans will be 
a consideration for ISPs to participate in the BEAD program. 

Nebraska has 116 ISP providers that participate in ACP with 70 providing Fixed Broadband services and 42 
offering connected devices (laptop, desktop or tablet). Placing a focus on the lack of connected devices and 
developing programs for access accentuates the need for equity across the state. See Appendix C for the 
detailed list of ISP offerings.

Utilizing financial assistance programs, the state can help ensure broadband is available for everyone who 
wishes to participate. In addition, BEAD funding will help to finance device programs. See table below which 
illustrates areas of lower device access. The ACP is an FCC initiative designed to help American households 
acquire and afford essential broadband internet connectivity. This program significantly contributes to the 
welfare of individuals and families, facilitating work, education, healthcare, and other essential activities.
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The ACP provides a subsidy of up to $30 per month to eligible households for their internet service. This 
amount can increase to $75 for households on qualified Tribal lands. Eligibility for the ACP encompasses 
households whose income is at or below 200% of the Federal Poverty Guidelines. Additional considerations 
are if a household member meets at least one of several conditions such as being a recipient of a Federal 
Pell Grant, participating with an eligible provider, are currently in an existing low-income internet program, or 
receiving federal subsidy assistance through SNAP, Medicaid, Federal Housing Assistance, and more.

Enrolling in the ACP involves two steps: applying on AffordableConnectivity.gov and contacting a participating 
provider to select a plan and applying the discount to the bill. Some providers may request the completion of 
an alternate application. Currently, there is very low participation in the program across Nebraska. 

For example, in Brown County, only 1% of the residents are taking advantage of the program while nearly 55% 
of the county is below Federal Poverty Level (FPL). To the contrary, Hall County has a higher enrollment rate 
than the national average, but they are still leaving federal dollars on the table since only 31% are enrolled and 
40% are below the FPL level. 

Additionally, the table below (ACP Enrollment by County) 13 shows the ratio of citizens who have enrolled in 
the ACP program is far less than the percentage of citizens who fall within federal poverty levels. The data 
indicates a clear connection that education and enrollment in broadband are required to narrow this gap and 
to focus efforts to increase awareness to ensure Nebraska residents are taking full advantage of the offered 
benefit. 

The State will need to monitor ACP program participation and success through education and enrollment by 
county to understand how outreach is impacting enrollment along with measures that can be taken to increase 
the numbers. 

Outreach and enrollment for the Affordable Connectivity Program (ACP) should be distinct events, each having

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its unique set of objectives. The first step is to focus on awareness about the program, answering questions, 
discussing the most suitable application methods for the ACP, and initiating the pre-enrollment process. 

Next the enrollment period should be scheduled within a few days after the outreach activity. Planning for 
sufficient time for each applicant to begin the process with an opportunity for personalized one-on-one 
assistance will increase chances for success. During this phase, an assessment of digital literacy, budgetary 
constraints, and other identified obstacles will be addressed.

To increase ACP enrollment in Nebraska and ensure affordable broadband service is available to households 
that meet the Federal Poverty Level requirements, a statewide communication campaign will be implemented. 
Below are eight strategies NBO will consider for BEAD funding to improve enrollment:

• Outreach and Education: Launch an outreach campaign to raise awareness about the ACP program among eligible
low-income families in Nebraska. Utilize various channels such as community centers, schools, social service
agencies, and online platforms to disseminate information about the program’s benefits, eligibility criteria, and
application process.

• Partnering with Community Organizations: Collaborate with local community organizations, non-profits, and social
service agencies to expand outreach efforts. These organizations play a crucial role in identifying and reaching
eligible families who may benefit from the ACP program. Establish partnerships to streamline the application
process and provide additional support services.

• Simplified Application Process: Simplify the application process for ACP funding to make it accessible and user-
friendly. Provide clear instructions, online application options, and assistance for those who have barriers in
completing the application. Identify barriers to ensure that the process is efficient and easy to navigate. Educate
potential recipients as to how the family component can increase their options for obtaining this reduced cost and
in some cases free service.

• Targeted Communication: Develop targeted communication strategies to reach specific populations that are
disproportionately impacted by the digital divide in rural communities, minority groups, and seniors. Tailor the
message and materials to address their unique needs, language preferences, and cultural considerations.

• Community Workshops and Training: Organize workshops and training sessions to educate families about the
benefits of internet access, digital literacy, and cybersecurity issues. Offer guidance on selecting internet service
providers, utilizing available subsidies, and making the most of online resources. Collaborate with local libraries,
schools, and community centers to host these events.

• Assistance with Service Provider Selection: Provide guidance to families in choosing reliable, affordable internet
service providers that meet their specific needs. Offer resources that compare available options, pricing plans, and
service quality to help with informed decisions. Partner with internet service providers to ensure awareness of the
ACP program to prepare assistance with enrollment.

• Monitor ACP enrollments by county to highlight success stories and identify areas that require focus.

• Ongoing Support and Troubleshooting: Establish a dedicated support system to assist ACP recipients with issues
they may encounter. Offer technical support, troubleshooting assistance, and guidance on maximizing the benefits
of their internet service in language appropriate for their knowledge level. Maintain regular communication channels
to address questions, provide updates, and gather feedback from participants.

• Program Evaluation and Continuous Improvement: Regularly evaluate the effectiveness and impact of the ACP
program in Nebraska. Collect data on the number of eligible families served, internet adoption rates, and the overall
satisfaction of participants. Utilize this feedback to identify areas for improvement, refine program guidelines, and
make necessary adjustments to maximize the program’s impact.

Lastly, complete data collection is critical to assessing successes to inform future outreach. For example, 
tracking demographic data, the dates of outreach and enrollment are vital for evaluating the impact of the 
initiative. Understanding the types and numbers of devices needed per household, the number of new home 
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internet users, and assessments of digital literacy skills will inform the State’s broadband map initiative. 
Collecting this information provides a comprehensive understanding of the outreach and enrollment processes, 
enabling improvements and adjustments where necessary.

By implementing this process, Nebraska expects to increase ACP usage among eligible low-income families, 
bridging the digital divide and enabling greater access to the internet for educational, employment, and other 
essential needs. 

3.4.4 Broadband Access
Broadband access gaps and needs encapsulate a diverse range of obstacles which preclude people from 
capitalizing on the benefits of high-speed internet. These barriers can be attributed to a myriad of factors 
ranging from the deficit of access, and the required infrastructure to numerous socio-economic conditions. 

• Information Gap in Public Wi-Fi

Public Wi-Fi access has become essential in today’s digital era, particularly in densely populated areas,
public spaces, and business facilities. Public Wi-Fi, besides being a convenience factor, plays a crucial role
in various aspects of modern society.

Despite the advances in broadband deployment, there are still areas where broadband coverage is
lacking, leading to a digital divide. Public Wi-Fi access can help bridge this gap, providing those who might
not otherwise have internet access with an opportunity to get online.

With the increasing need for online learning, healthcare and remote workers having access to Wi-Fi
is critical for success. Libraries, community centers, and schools often provide public Wi-Fi to ensure
students can access educational resources. However, there is a need for community centers to support
not only education, but also other aspects outlined within this document.

Nebraska currently lacks the data needed to identify public Wi-Fi access which can be collected through a
variety of methods, including surveys to identify available locations.

Surveys can be conducted in various regions to gather first-hand information about Wi-Fi access. It
may also involve creating a geographical representation of Wi-Fi access points in a region. By visually
demonstrating through the state broadband map where public Wi-Fi is available, it can be easier to
identify areas of deficiency. Through this gap analysis, we will be able to provide detailed maps and data
to reflect next steps for broadband coverage.

• Socioeconomic Barriers

Digital literacy is a critical aspect influencing broadband access. The lack of the requisite skills to
effectively navigate the internet can be a deterrent to people accessing high-speed internet services.
Enhancing digital literacy, therefore, is an important measure to broaden broadband access.

Even when necessary broadband infrastructure is in place, cost barriers can prevent people from enjoying
the benefits. The expense of broadband services, particularly in areas where infrastructure expansion has
been challenging, might be beyond the means of some households. This issue is exacerbated for those
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with limited income, for whom broadband services may be viewed as an unaffordable luxury. Utilizing 
ACP can help offset these costs. 

The issue of broadband accessibility is not always about physical infrastructure or cost. There can be an 
information gap too. There are instances where people are simply unaware of the presence of broadband 
services in their vicinity. Moreover, understanding the numerous advantages and possibilities that come 
with high-speed broadband can also be a significant knowledge gap.

Finally, language barriers pose a unique challenge, particularly for non-English-speaking households. The 
ability to comprehend and navigate online content might be limited for these households, resulting in 
constrained internet usage.

• Infrastructure

A key impediment to ubiquitous broadband access is the lack of sufficient infrastructure. Certain
geographical regions of Nebraska are in dire need of advancements like fiber optic cables, comprehensive
public Wi-Fi networks, and robust mobile broadband connectivity. The lack of infrastructure hampers
the provision of stable high-speed internet services to both residential and commercial entities. Efforts
to amplify this infrastructure would significantly boost broadband access and ensure more consistent
service.

Certain geographies, particularly rural and remote locations in the Northeast and Northwest areas of
Nebraska, pose different kinds of challenges. The sheer physical distance from the hub of existing
broadband infrastructure can render these regions difficult and costly to reach. It’s not just about the
scarceness of infrastructure; the high cost of laying down this infrastructure in such areas is an additional
complication and requires middle mile construction. This may require additional legislative and regulatory
assistance to help utilize available easements and rights-of-ways on NDOT highways as well as pole
attachment easement regulations to lessen middle mile cost.

To address the gaps and needs related to broadband access, we need a multifaceted approach in
our policymaking. A comprehensive policy solution would involve measures to expand infrastructure,
especially in remote areas including Tribal lands. Alongside these measures, raising public awareness
about the availability and benefits of broadband, as well as providing training to enhance digital literacy,
is of paramount importance. Additionally, making the internet more accessible to non-English speaking
households is another aspect that demands attention. Together, these policy measures can help bridge
the broadband access gaps and cater to the varying needs of the populace.

3.4.5 Digital Equity(#1 1)
With a population of no more than 2M, Nebraska is a small state with approximately 36% living in rural areas. 
While 91% of Nebraskans have home internet access, many in the remote areas are unserved or underserved. 
And it is not just individual households that lack high-speed access. Nearly 60% of Nebraska libraries lack a 
fiber connection and senior centers and community centers may also lack fiber connectivity. As a result, many 
Nebraskans are craving access to broadband so they may participate in the digital economy; in particular
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areas such as precision agriculture, telehealth, digital education, and greater workforce opportunities. The 
table below shows covered populations have lower overall subscription rates, reinforcing why digital equity 
has been a key consideration weaved throughout Nebraska’s Five-Year Action Plan.

While Nebraska’s OCIO (Office of CIO) will be providing a separate State Digital Equity Plan, much of the data 
gathering and planning have already begun and heavily influenced the BEAD Five-Year Action Plan. The OCIO’s 
Digital Equity Planning Manager has been a key influencer and partner throughout the stakeholder 
engagement and community outreach mentioned in this plan. In addition, the OCIO has been partnered with 
the State’s Economic Development Districts to create regional DE plans which, combined with the listening 
session feedback, will feed into the final State DE Plan. These same EDDs have also spent time with the 
Broadband Office to provide input to the Five-Year Action Plan. As a result, the plans are extremely integrated; 
every section of the Five-Year Plan has a digital inclusion lens. Together they will bring Nebraska closer to its 
commitment of providing internet to all.

During the coordinated listening sessions, key gaps and needs were identified to be addressed in Nebraska’s 
Broadband and Digital Equity Plans. More specifically:
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Affordability:

“The cost forces families to make choices.” Parent, Norfolk Community 
Session

• Awareness and understanding of ACP is quite low

• Low-income households are worried about ACP funding running out

• ISPs are not consistently offering lower cost options

• Because of rural nature of footprint, business case is not attractive to ISPs

• Low-income households are less likely to have an internet connection. Over 3,500 households in North Omaha
Qualified Census Tracts and over 2,500 households in South Omaha Census Tracts have no internet connection at
home. Other Qualified Census tracts are in Lincoln, Hastings, Kearney, South Sioux City, Fremont, Beatrice, Fairbury,
Norfolk, Scottsbluff, and Thurston County.

Devices:

“It’s like driving a VW on the autobahn.” Attendee, Columbus Community 
Session
 Full participation in the digital economy and society may require access to both a mobile device and large-screen device. 

• Households in rural areas are more likely to have no digital device or have only one type of device. In more sparsely
populated rural areas, access to retailers, device repair services and technical support is extremely limited.

• Low-income households are more likely to have no digital device or have only a mobile device. Over 3,000
households in North Omaha Qualified Census Tracts and over 2,000 households in South Omaha Qualified Census
Tracts have no digital device.

• Medical devices and digital farm equipment cannot be used properly without a strong internet signal.

Digital Skills:

“Digital skills are a requirement to be a part of today’s society.” Attendee, 
O’Neill Community Session

• Lack of skills can impact ability to access services and connect socially which can increase rural isolation.

• While libraries may be a key source of Internet access, some librarians-especially in small, rural libraries-lack the
time or the digital skills to assist community members with ACP enrollment, work applications, or schoolwork.

• Some older Nebraskans do not see a need to be connected to the Internet, limiting their ability to access services,
and isolating them from community, local and state information that can be critical to staying informed and safe in
the event of an emergency.

• Many Nebraskans are not aware of the digital skills programs available.

Tech Support:

“We need continual programs, so we don’t age out of technology.” Resident, 
Grand Island Community Session

• In rural areas, there are often no in-person tech specialists available and internet connections are not strong enough
to troubleshoot digitally.
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• Shortage of skilled individuals

• Lack of training programs and tech career pathing

Privacy and Security

“I really don’t understand much about privacy and cybersecurity, which is 
probably a real problem for me.” Attendee, O’Neill Community Session

• Privacy and security are concerns amongst all populations with the highest concerns expressed for young people
due to social media usage and the older population who may not understand how to avoid phishing scams.

Digital Identity

One Tribal government shared information on the challenges that low-income individuals face to establish and 
maintain a digital identity. Accessing many online services requires an e-mail address and a consistent mobile 
phone number for two-factor authentication. Low-income individuals using pre-paid phones may let their 
service lapse and may not keep their phone number. 

Digital Opportunities

The Tribal groups specifically mentioned health concerns for their older populations as they begin to roll out 
mobile health units to service more isolated members, and concerns for their younger members regarding 
workforce opportunities.

Although there are many clear obstacles to broadband expansion, Nebraska is determined to meet its digital 
inclusion aggressive goals including: doubling the enrollment in ACP, connecting 100% of libraries to fiber, 
equipping libraries with more up-to-date devices, and closing the Internet access and device gap by 25%. 
Section 2 highlighted these goals; however, more detail is below and will be included in the State Digital Equity 
Plan to be submitted separately. In addition, more detailed information on Nebraska’s plans to increase 
ACP participation appears in Section 5. All efforts and programs will be coordinated in partnership between 
Nebraska’s Broadband Office and the Office of the CIO.

Broadband Office Strategic Plan Digital Equity Goal: Expand digital inclusion and adoption to 
achieve affordability, access, and digital literacy. 

As stated previously, Nebraska’s population is quite spread out across the state. As a result, the Nebraska 
Regional Officials Council is often brought in to aid in community and business development projects. It is 
the statewide organization of Nebraska’s eight Economic Development Districts (EDD). These professional 
organizations represent the entire state and are committed to enhancing the communities and businesses 
within each region. They are a key link to successful public-private partnership programs.

Currently, the EDD’s are finalizing regional asset inventories and digital inclusion plans to be reviewed in late 
August 2023. These teams will not only help build the Nebraska Digital Equity Plan, but they will likely also be 
instrumental in execution in their communities. The below framework summarizes the plans to date: 
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Strategy: Increase fiber connectivity of libraries14 and other community anchor 
institutions.

Activities:

• Leverage E-Rate Special Construction Matching Funds to connect libraries to fiber.

• Develop plans to encourage more libraries to participate in E-Rate

• Explore partnership options to get more senior centers connected to fiber.

Performance Metrics:

The number of libraries with fiber connections, currently 95 out of 273* are connected to fiber – increase to 100% by 
2027.

Strategy: Address broadband affordability.

(Please Note: Additional Detail for ACP Enrollment Plans is in Section 5.)

Activities: 

• Increase enrollment in the Affordable Connectivity Program and Lifeline Program by increasing awareness and
decreasing barriers.

• Encourage providers currently not participating in the Affordable Connectivity Program to participate.

• Partner with broadband providers to advance digital inclusion efforts targeting low-income households such as
training, device refurbishment programs or other programs included in the state digital equity plan.

• Incentivize providers to offer low-cost and affordable service options as an evaluation criterion for broadband grant
funding.

• Support continued funding for the Affordable Connectivity Program.

Performance Metrics:

• Increase enrollment to 50% from 26% in the Affordable Connectivity Program and to 6% from 3% in the Lifeline
program by January 2025

• Increase the percent of Nebraska households with internet access at home from 90.1% to 92.6% by January 2025.

Strategy: Expand digital literacy training and support throughout Nebraska.

Activities:

1. Build capacity in libraries, senior centers, and other organizations to provide technical support and training by
focusing on the following:

» Increase technical support provided by NLC to help libraries improve network infrastructure, install CIPA-
compliant filtering, meet cybersecurity standards for public use technologies, and address the ongoing need
for maintenance options.

» Decrease barriers to providing training and classes in libraries, senior centers, and other organizations.

2. Leverage partnerships to expand digital literacy training and support throughout Nebraska, including partnerships
with 4-H, schools, and youth organizations.

3. Expand access and awareness to digital training resources to households and through the Broadband Office,
libraries, and other community anchor institutions.

4. Explore funding for targeted digital literacy training programs with a focus on NTIA-defined covered populations.

Strategy: Expand access to digital devices.

Activities:

1.	 Expand access to digital devices which meet the needs of covered populations including older adults, those with 
disabilities, veterans, and those with language barriers. 

2.	 Increase awareness of device refurbishment and repair programs.

3.	 Explore ways to establish or expand device refurbishment programs. 

4.	 Explore ways to expand access to affordable device repair services.

Performance Metrics:

Increase in percent of Nebraska households with at least one digital device from 92.8% to 94.6% by 2025.

Improving broadband access to Nebraska’s 246 libraries and 127 senior centers would have an immediate 
impact in furthering digital equity across Nebraska. That said, many small Nebraska communities are not 
close to a library, so additional focus to expand access in community centers, government departments, and 
public venues would provide opportunity to enhance digital skills and access amongst the more rural areas. In 
addition, state, regional and local programs to increase digital navigators (volunteers and partner organizations) 
across the state could aid with tech support, digital skills training, and ACP enrollment.

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4.0 Obstacles or Barriers (#5)
To determine the extent of obstacles or barriers on expanding broadband in Nebraska, the broadband office 
met with broadband providers, reviewed minutes taken at listening sessions, and met with representatives from 
the League of Nebraska Municipalities (LONM and the Nebraska Association of County Officials (NACO. Part 
of the engagement with the providers asked them to submit a survey to collect information to inform strategies 
that the office will leverage in future BEAD efforts, and asked the providers to rank and discuss the obstacles 
and barriers they face.

4.1. Workforce
The top concern from providers was labor and workforce. As of June 2023, the unemployment rate in 
Nebraska is 1.9%.15 The Brookings Institute published workforce data in December of 2022 that highlight 
challenges in keeping and adding to the workforce. Two key areas are of concern. They report that between 
2021 to 2031, projections show 1.7 million infrastructure workers (12.2% will leave their jobs each year on 
average, leading to huge replacement needs. The latest BLS projections show that infrastructure employment 
will increase by 820,000 workers (5.8% from 2021 to 2031, which is faster than the rate for all occupations 
nationally (5.3%. BLS further projects the impacts of recently passed federal legislation, including the IIJA 
and IRA—meaning that these figures could expand considerably in coming years. In other words, that means 
17 million infrastructure workers will need to be replaced over the next decade—more than the entirety of the 
current infrastructure workforce.

But an aging workforce may not be the biggest concern—the lack of younger talent is a particularly glaring 
weakness. Only 11% of infrastructure workers are 24 or younger, compared to 12.9% of all workers nationally. 
Occupations with the lowest shares of younger workers include locomotive engineers (2%, subway and 
streetcar operators (2.8%, and telecommunications equipment installers (6.9%. The broad lack of younger 
talent shows that many current workers may have no one to succeed them and few individuals to mentor, 
which may stall infrastructure projects and risk operational failures over time.16

Most providers also expressed a lack of interest from prospective employees to work in rural communities. 
Larger providers were concerned about an aging workforce as it relates to outside plant personnel and 
engineers familiar with fiber optics. With such a low unemployment rate, Nebraska is a seller’s market in terms 
of the job seeker.

A few providers raised contractors as a barrier. These providers use contract labor extensively for projects 
and noted that contractors know they are in demand for broadband projects and have reacted by raising their 
prices. At least one provider using contractors has retained an employment firm to fill labor positions but has 
had limited success.

Training is available to obtain a certification in fiber optics at Metropolitan, Southeast, and Western 
Nebraska Community Colleges. Flexible participation is evidenced by offering training at various times

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throughout the year. However, a critical barrier to entry is the lack of a fiber optic certification through K-12 
schools and their STEM or Career and Technical Education programs.

To address this the broadband office would partner with the Nebraska Department of Education to determine 
if pathways can be developed to encourage students to consider the broadband industry. One provider noted 
that a program to “incentivize students for a career in broadband” would be helpful. To help to accomplish this, 
leveraging BEAD or other federal grant programs to pilot a program would be a beneficial use of funds. 

4.2 Supply Chain
Broadband providers have reported concerns about the supply chain. Most of this comes from the substantial 
number of broadband projects being undertaken around the country. They are specifically worried if domestic 
suppliers will be able to meet the demand. Several noted issues with having to comply with Buy America 
requirements in the face of domestic shortages of fiber, construction crews, etc. Many have requested NBO be 
mindful of project timelines when making future awards.

The NBO could consider establishing training sessions for strategies to comply with the Buy America 
requirement under BEAD to alleviate this barrier. In addition, the office could coordinate with NTIA to investigate 
appropriate waivers based on domestic supply shortages, should those occur. As the state develops the 
Initial Proposal, applicants will be asked to explain their plans for supply chain use for transparency in project 
implementation. A potential model would be what the U.S. Department of Agriculture Rural Utility Service 
(USDA/RUS) asks for as part of the ReConnect program.

4.3 Cybersecurity
A third concern was cybersecurity. While no provider expanded on this topic in their written comments, at a 
separate listening session it was referenced as one of their concerns. Based on comments made during the 
listening session, some providers expressed concern about the cost of securing their infrastructure. Others are 
not clear on how they could be a target of cybercrime.

This is another area where the broadband office could leverage guidance that has already been issued by the 
Cybersecurity & Infrastructure Security Agency (CISA). Furthermore, USDA/RUS has already asked ReConnect 
applicants to develop a cyber security plan. Tapping into CISA resources and the Nebraska OCIO, the 
broadband office can help many of the rural providers in the state with cybersecurity issues through training 
sessions, guidance webinars, a sample plan, etc.

4.4 Topography
Overall, Nebraska’s topography is characterized by wide-open spaces, vast prairies, and agricultural lands. 
This could be why most providers have no issues with the topography of Nebraska. However, for a broadband 
project in the eastern part of the state, particularly the northeast, placing fiber underground may be challenging 
due to loess hills. This fine-grained sediment is susceptible to erosion, especially when wet or disturbed by 
excavation like that performed when placing fiber underground.
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The broadband office will need to be mindful of this during the application process. Applications must be 
reviewed carefully when working in these challenging regions of the state. These providers may require 
additional time to complete projects or additional curing to address the geographic challenges.

4.5 Permitting
Due to Nebraska’s public utility infrastructure, all utilities except natural gas and broadband are publicly owned, 
allowing for items like pole attachments or cell tower access to undergo a more simplified process. It has 
been reported that it can take just two weeks to get municipality approval to access the utility pole for aerial 
installation—which is a benefit of Nebraska’s public utility infrastructure. 

Providers did express frustration with accessing railroad corridors. In conversations with representatives of 
local governments these frustrations were echoed. One local government official and a separate broadband 
provider noted that rail corridor access can take up to two years to complete. This should be built into timelines 
for completion for projects encountering the need for railroad right-of-way permitting.

The broadband office now has a better understanding of these issues through the outreach efforts and 
listening sessions and will continue to engage with the local governments, providers, the Public Service 
Commission (oversight of rail safety), the appropriate local Railroad Transportation Safety District, and rail 
partners.

4.6 Additional Obstacles or Barriers
In discussion with local government representatives, they expressed frustration at being left out of the process. 
They further echoed comments received from the public during various listening sessions remarking that 
providers will claim full coverage for a city or county when there is no coverage as communicated by residents 
and even local elected officials. LONM and NACO noted that better communication is needed between the 
local governments and the providers. For example, if a city needs to do road work, providers should coordinate 
and communicate construction plans to avoid placing projects for both entities behind schedule.

Now that the broadband office has been made aware of these concerns, steps can be taken to open the lines 
of communication. The NBO could host joint sessions between providers and local governments to establish 
points of contact for each city, county, and provider. The NBO recognizes there are and will be growing pains as 
the BEAD program gets underway, and the office will investigate how communication can be clearer between 
government and industry.
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5.0 Implementation Plan

5.1 Stakeholder Engagement Process (#7)
The Nebraska Broadband Coordinator identified stakeholders and stakeholder groups to develop an 
engagement model and has met on a monthly basis with the interested stakeholders and will continue to do 
so throughout 2023. Questions used as the agenda for these meetings are listed as Appendix D. Among other 
topic areas, the group gathered to discuss Nebraska’s strategic vision for broadband access and adoption. 
Those discussions have fed the vision and objectives stated above. 

In addition, formal tribal consultations began in February of 2023. In person meetings were held as follows 
with the Ponca Tribe of Nebraska on March 24, 2023, the Winnebago Tribe of Nebraska on March 31, 2023, 
the Santee Sioux Nation, on April 11, 2023, and the Omaha Tribe of Nebraska on April 21, 2023. Copies of the 
agendas are attached as Appendix E to this Plan. After each engagement, meeting notes were shared and 
agreements to continue active engagement throughout the BEAD planning and award process were made. 
The NBO will continue to actively engage with these tribal governments on a quarterly basis and will also 
involve the Department of Transportation’s Tribal Coordinator in the process.

A coordinated effort between the existing broadband organization, the NPSC, in conjunction with the OCIO, 
developed a strategic engagement plan for BEAD. The engagement plan incorporated several goals that we 
hoped to achieve including:

1. Establishing a relationship and a respectful rapport between the targeted stakeholder groups and state
government.

2. Providing a uniform, base understanding of the BEAD and Digital Equity Act Programs.

3. Sharing the NPSC/Broadband Office/OCIO planning and implementation timelines and ongoing engagement
plans.

4. Gaining a high-level understanding and clarity on stakeholder’s understanding of the current state of broadband
deployment and priority concerns.

5. Gaining a high-level understanding and clarity on stakeholder’s understanding of the current state of broadband
adoption and affordability and priority concerns.

6. Gaining a high-level understanding of the ISP’s interest and participation in deployment, priority concerns, and
potential participation in other broadband deployment programs.

7. Establish feedback mechanisms to capture additional input from stakeholders.

In addition to the stakeholder meetings, an original round of community listening sessions was run by the 
PSC in April and May of 2023. When the Broadband Office was formed as part of the Nebraska Department 
of Transportation, seven more sessions were added, adhering to the Federal Highway Guidelines for outreach, 
including two virtual session options. In total, the sessions covered the following communities:

First Group: Grand Island, Niobrara, Norfolk, Valentine, Ainsworth, Stuart, O’Neill, Columbus, Sidney, Scottsbluff, 
Chadron, Alliance, Ord, Albion, Auburn, Wayne, Hastings, Beatrice, and Waverly. Second Group: Kearney, North 
Platte, McCook, Broken Bow, South Sioux City, Lincoln, and Omaha.

The full set of locations ensure full geographic coverage across Nebraska’s 77,358 square miles. The 
Broadband Office utilized many tactics to advertise these open events such as press releases, email, social 
media, digital and website messaging, and outdoor highway signs. In addition, community engagement 
groups helped with grassroots outreach (flyers, mailers, word of mouth) to get to some of the harder to reach 
constituents.

The event formats vary and include listening sessions, town halls, and stakeholder meetings to share 
information about broadband programs and funding and to solicit community feedback regarding broadband 
deployment and access. The Broadband and Digital Equity Teams recognize the power of local knowledge and 
are leveraging these sessions to provide valuable input into the Five-Year Plan. The chart below summarizes 
the key partners invited to these discussions.

Consistent themes were heard in the groups with highest concern on Availability and Affordability followed by 
Privacy and Security, Skills, and Devices. The Five-Year BEAD Plan and the State Digital Equity Plan will focus 
resources and recommendations against the priorities from these stakeholder and community sessions.
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5.2 Priorities (#10c)
Nebraska will prioritize its broadband efforts utilizing a multistep approach. 

1. Perform a detailed review of the previously funded projects to determine how to use BEAD to complement the work
managed at the PSC through each program.

2. Partnering to ensure both the PSC and the NBO are in coherence with the universal service plan to prevent
overbuilds to the state broadband network projects.

3. NBO will partner with stakeholders including those engaged in Digital Equity and Inclusion activities to support
digital skills attainment, promote the use of the ACP program, and build/retain a skilled broadband workforce.

5.3.1 Nebraska Digital Equity18 
The Five-Year Action Plan will assist Nebraska in formulating its broadband objectives and key priorities, 
serving as an overall needs evaluation to shape the Initial Proposal. The plan outlines Nebraska’s investment 
priorities and associated costs and synchronizes Nebraska’s anticipated expenditures with its strategies 
for economic development, community improvement, workforce expansion, telehealth services, digital 
opportunities, and other related initiatives. Utilizing these goals, the Nebraska Broadband Office will prioritize 
activities to ensure the maximum benefit of universal service to all locations.

• Identify gaps in the GIS platform to include a mapping solution that encompasses High Street, Vetro, Nebraska
broadband maps, and NTIA’s Cost Quest Associates dataset access to be delivered in August. This step will define
where the need for broadband access remains. Improved mapping includes identifying unserved and underserved
populations, CAI’s defined assets that the State will use to deliver pinpoint accuracy in the data needed for delivery
success.

• Develop partnerships with ISPs to ensure understanding of all aspects of the ongoing programs the state is
administering.

• Leverage partnerships with educational centers, and stakeholders currently offering workforce assistance
programs to deliver a workforce development plan. Ensuring training programs are available for all Nebraskans to
build skill sets within the broadband and telecommunications industry.

• Work with state and local governments to streamline the permitting processes to open communications and
regulations for quick access to right-of-way (ROW) and cost-effective pole attachment easements.

• Work with the Department of Transportation to ensure ROW access on state, county and city roadways are readily
available for middle-mile access to ensure projects are not delayed.

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• Continue to monitor all previously funded programs to ensure timelines for delivery are on target and do not
overbuild.

• Identify statewide economic development programs to allow remote learning, agriculture advancements, and
access to telemedicine and rural health centers.

• Utilize grant selection committees to streamline processes and award grants based on the need to ensure universal
access throughout the state.

• Maintain partnerships with EDD Teams to engage in Digital Equity and Inclusion programs that provide seamless,
coordinated “citizen facing” messaging and activities.

• Monitor engagement and alignment with existing programs and opportunities to maximize long-term broadband
access impact.

Engage and collaborate with Rural Broadband Taskforce Follow reporting requirements of the BEAD 
program.

5.4 Key Strategies (#10e)
Strategies to address affordability issues, including but not limited to strategies to increase enrollment in the 
ACP by eligible households: 

Given that many program-eligible households may not be online or using an email address, they will be 
harder to reach than the general population.  As a result, outreach programs will be more effective if they 
also reach those who influence these households on digital and spending decisions. 
1. Outreach and Education to create broad awareness of ACP coordinated by the NE State ACP Outreach

Coordinators.

Reach the target segment and their surrounding support network. 

• School Outreach  

a. Work with superintendents to send letters to all students detailing ACP

b. Participate in school events and/or create specific ACP events.

• Libraries 

a. Provide libraries with state support resources to increase connected libraries so they may serve as community
hubs for ACP awareness and application assistance. 

b. Assist libraries with applying for E-Rate Special Construction Grants so they can provide digital resources to
their communities. 

• Community Groups, Senior Centers, Private Partnership Participation 

a. Day to Day Promotion through on-site posters, inclusion in newsletters, mailings 

b. State and EDD teams to organize workshops and training sessions on the benefits of internet access, digital
literacy, digital accessibility, and online safety as a lead-in to ACP and choosing an internet service provider.   
Currently, two Outreach Coordinators are funded by the FCC in the South-East Development District. 

c. Enlist key community partners like banks, hospitals, churches, childcare centers to become distributors of
information on how to register, include in newsletters. 

d. Partners such as AARP Nebraska, Education Superhighway, and the Economic Development Districts of
Nebraska should be leveraged for education materials and awareness vehicles.
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• Internet Service Providers

a. Request information to be provided via email to the full customer base twice a year as part of BEAD funding.

b. Request ISPs to weave ACP into all sales and payment opportunities.

c. Encourage ISPs to apportion some of their digital media budget to this effort.

• Tribal Authorities

a. Provide ACP resource material and workshop event information to Tribes so they may conduct similar
programs with their members.

2. Partner with Community and State Organizations to overcome trust concerns and provide ongoing
support.
• Engage local community partners, non-profits, and social service agencies to educate individuals, customize the

messaging, and assist them with the registration process and follow up items.

• Aid with language barriers beyond application’s limits of English and Spanish only

• Personalize communications to specific groups such as seniors, veterans, non-English speaking, and farmers/
ranchers to illustrate the benefits of broadband.

• Establish a “digital navigator” volunteer program aligned with DE plan to offer technical support and troubleshooting
assistance with the application process.  A current example is the Southeast Nebraska Collaborative19.

• Partner with programs and services in which low-income households are already receiving support such as
unemployment offices, food banks, Women Infants and Children programs, home health programs, Head Start,
Community Action programs, Veterans offices, and others.  A good example is Region V Services of Nebraska
whose caseworkers help citizens with disabilities understand ACP.

• Engage the Department of Health and Human Services (DHHS) as a referral source as they are responsible for
managing enrollment in many programs that automatically qualify a household for ACP.

3. Address long-term affordability concerns to increase participation and make it easier to apply.

Look at alternative methods of funding such as NUSF and ISP offerings

• Negotiate with ISPs to create a sub-$30 all in tier (netting to zero with ACP) and ACP expiration roll-off customer
protections (e.g., 30-day price freeze) as a requirement to NE BEAD, CPF or Broadband Bridge funding.

• Explore an option to automatically enroll in ACP when household applies for an eligible program with the
Department of Health and Human Services

• Continue to track the obstacles with the application process and provide feedback to the FCC.

4. Regularly evaluate the effectiveness and impact of the ACP Program in Nebraska.
• Collect data on the number of eligible families served, internet adoption rates, and the overall satisfaction of

participants.

• Utilize this feedback to identify areas for improvement, refine program guidelines, and make necessary adjustments
to maximize the program’s impact.

5. Explore partnerships with telecommunications providers to provide eduroam hotspots to expand
connectivity options for students who do not have internet service at home.
• Approximately two-thirds of Nebraska’s school districts have signed agreements to participate in eduroam, a

secure, roaming access service developed for the international research and education community. Eduroam
allows students and staff from participating institutions to obtain Internet connectivity across campus and when
visiting other participating institutions.

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By meeting these goals, Nebraska can increase ACP usage among eligible low-income families and expand 
on-campus and public hot-spot access bridging the digital divide and enabling greater access to the internet for 
educational, employment, and other essential needs. 

Strategies to ensure an available and highly skilled workforce (#10f)

Introduction to Workforce
The State of Nebraska is committed to developing a Broadband Workforce Plan that is inclusive, impactful 
and transparent across all phases - planning, executing, measuring, and reporting across the four defined 
components (Federal Labor and Employment Laws, Skilled Workforce, Equitable Training and Workforce 
Development, and Contracting. 

The Nebraska program will adhere to BEAD core values in accordance with Nebraska State Law.

Understanding the Overall Workforce Landscape:
The overall workforce landscape in Nebraska20 is no different than what other states are experiencing - a 
confluence of demographic and overlapping factors including increased retirements and fewer young people 
entering and advancing in this industry to fill vacancies. The low unemployment rate and careful planning 
must occur to fill jobs in this field.

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Nonfarm employment, filled jobs, was up 10,429 over the month and up 27,157 over the year. Private industries 
with the most growth month to month were leisure and hospitality (up 3,455 jobs), mining and construction (up 
1,833 jobs), and trade, transportation and utilities (up 1,457 jobs). Private industries with the most growth over 
the year were private education and health services (up 6,899 jobs), leisure and hospitality service (up 6,021 
jobs), and mining and construction (up 4,237 jobs).

Workforce demographics, average retirement age
According to a June 2023 Nebraska Workforce “Trends” publication22 released by the Nebraska Department of 
Labor “Nebraska’s workforce is also getting older. In 2021, almost one out of every four (24.1%) workers were 
aged 55 and older. In 2011, about one out of every five (21.2%) workers were age 55 and older, and in 2001, it 
was about one out of every seven (13.6%). The share of the workforce in the prime working ages of 25-54 has 
decreased from 67.9% of 2001 employment, 64.8% of 2011 employment, and 61.2% of 2021 employment. 
The youngest workers aged 14-24 decreased from 18.6% in 2001 to 14.0% in 2011 and increased slightly to 
14.7% in 2021. These shifting demographics in both population and in the workforce could lead to an increased 
labor shortage in the future if there are not enough younger workers to replace the older workers as they retire. 
(2) Nebraska’s workforce was 50.3% male and 49.7% female in 2021. (2) The younger age groups lean more
female, with 54.3% of workers aged 14-18 female, 52.9% of workers ages 19-21 female, and 51.2% of workers
ages 22-24 female. For the older age groups, they shift to be more male: 50.1% of workers aged 55-64 were
male, and 53.3% of 65-99 were male.”

The 2021 Nebraska Department of Labor’s Statewide COVID Impacts and Teleworking23 report reinforces the 
importance of robust awareness and targeted engagement/recruitment plans for marketing to increase the 
pool of applicants for broadband related careers.

Accordingly, the two highest areas in preventing hiring of qualified workers are, 1) not enough applicants, and 2) 
lack of occupational specific skills as shown below.

Understanding the broadband workforce landscape: 
As noted in section 4, broadband providers and subcontractors face challenges ranging from supply chain to 
regulatory issues. Topping the list of challenges (as reported by providers who participated in NBO outreach) is 
the workforce. The following list provides a high-level snapshot of their concerns.  

• Extreme difficulty in finding workers of all types – those who do apply often can’t pass hiring requirements.
(Survey.)

• Highly competitive landscape for talent (attraction and retention).

• Lack of universal training outlets and programs.

• Companies “have their own” way (s) to train – both in-house and subcontractors

• Differing workforce and support needs between aerial and buried fiber projects.

• Broadband industry shortage/hiring data isn’t available/characterized/well communicated.

• High-demand skill sets will evolve when projects shift from construction to operation and maintenance.
» Volume of investments and projects occurring across states exacerbates local and state shortages and the 

ability to hire.

»  Preference to hire and train locally on a regional level will depend on the type of deployment with push back 
from potential workers that don’t want to move to rural areas. (Survey.)

» Affordable housing is an issue in some areas.
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Identification of known or potential obstacles for successful project 
implementation will involve challenges related to the workforce. 
For the Nebraska Workforce Plan’s purposes, it’s important to note that, based on high-level information 
gathering by the NBO, the primary concern from providers was labor and workforce.

Most providers expressed difficulties in attracting prospective employees to work in rural communities. 
Larger providers were concerned about an aging workforce, particularly regarding outside plant personnel 
and engineers familiar with fiber optics. With Nebraska’s low state unemployment rate, the job market heavily 
favors job seekers.

Some providers identified contractors as a barrier. These providers heavily rely on contract labor for projects 
and mentioned that contractors are aware of the demand for broadband projects, leading them to increase 
their prices. At least one provider using contractors has hired an external firm to find both contractors and full-
time employees but hasn’t found qualified candidates.

Training for fiber optics certification is available at Metropolitan, Southeastern, and Western Nebraska 
Community Colleges, with classes offered at various times throughout the year. However, there are no pipelines 
for fiber optic certification through K-12 schools and their STEM or Career and Technical Education programs.

To address this obstacle, the broadband office could collaborate with the Nebraska Department of Education 
to develop pathways to encourage students to consider careers in the broadband industry. Additionally, 
leveraging BEAD or other federal grant programs to pilot a program would be a necessary use of funds. The 
office could also partner with private funders to pilot a program aimed at expanding the broadband workforce. 

A recent Brookings report titled Seizing the U.S. Infrastructure Opportunity: Investing in Current and future 
workers24 illustrates the complexities and levels of coordination necessary to build an infrastructure workforce.

The Brookings report introduction states, “However, simply throwing more money at infrastructure is no 
guarantee that all people and places will benefit. By fixating on new jobs, many national, state, and local leaders 
are focusing more on growth without clearly addressing current workforce gaps. Or, even worse, these leaders 
are simply overlooking workforce gaps entirely. New pots of money and new opportunities for ribbon cuttings 
can overshadow the significant challenges facing the country’s current infrastructure workers, who are aging, 
leaving their jobs in higher numbers, and struggling to keep up with a backlog of projects. Without a dual focus 
on future and current workers, the country may struggle to maximize this infrastructure opportunity.” The figure 
below shows the pressures and barriers involved when addressing infrastructure labor shortages.

Exacerbating the problem is timing. With funding being poured into each state simultaneously, broadband 
providers and their subcontractors are trying to hire people with the same skill sets at the same time. For 
Nebraska to overcome these hurdles, the NBO would work diligently with stakeholders and those who currently 
offer workforce-related training programs to fill and sustain a robust broadband workforce pipeline.

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Federal Labor and Employment Laws

The Nebraska Public Service Commission (PSC) set precedent for the adoption and enforcement of State and 
Federal Labor and Employment Laws through their use of a sub-award Attestation and Agreement as part of 
their CPF program implementation (Appendix H). The Nebraska Broadband Office Team will work with legal 
experts and senior (state) advisors to review, amend, and adopt an updated version that complies with BEAD 
and Internet for All program requirements.

Skilled Workforce
Strategies to ensure a highly skilled workforce to complete BEAD projects including partnerships and training 
programs.

Plans to ensure strong labor standards.
Nebraska is fully committed to ensuring the successful implementation of BEAD and Internet for All projects. 
As part of this commitment, the state could work to prioritize opportunities that specifically highlight Registered 
Apprenticeships, joint labor management training programs, and other industry-driven initiatives. By engaging 
in these programs, workers could have the opportunity to acquire the necessary credentials, certifications, and 
licensures, ensuring their competence and expertise in the broadband industry.
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As previously noted, the NBO would build on the precedent established by the Nebraska PSC by requiring that 
sub-grantees work to recruit and retain highly skilled workers and adhere to state and federal requirements 
related to prevailing wages for the industry in the region. Additionally, the NBO could work to ensure these 
jobs will provide comprehensive benefits and foster a supportive work environment that values employee 
well-being and security. By investing in the professional growth and development of workers, the workforce 
plan aims to create a career-oriented approach. Employees would have access to opportunities that facilitate 
skill enhancement and career advancement, empowering them to thrive in the dynamic field of broadband 
technology deployment and adoption.

With these requirements in place, our workforce plan seeks to guarantee a skilled labor force capable of driving 
the success of broadband initiatives across the state. By promoting competitive wages, offering benefits, and 
facilitating career growth, an attractive and enticing environment that not only ensures worker satisfaction 
but also enables the long-term sustainability of broadband infrastructure development in local and regional 
markets.

Workforce Readiness
Early conversations with ISPs and broadband stakeholders indicate that Nebraska’s tight labor market is 
making it difficult for sub-grantees and even their subcontractors to find the talent necessary to fill open 
positions. To increase the number of individuals at the “top of the workforce funnel”, the NBO would work with 
partners to not only engage with underserved populations but would also work to “identify and scale” programs 
that will help inform and educate potential applicants on “how” to be more competitive in the broadband job 
market.

Again, building on the work of the Nebraska PSC, the NBO would leverage the requirements for outreach and 
DEI contained in the application requirements for the NE CPF Program25to solidify the state’s commitment to 
ensure subgrantee participation and reporting.

Supporting a Diverse Workforce 
To achieve a diverse workforce, the NBO would:

• Work closely with the Nebraska Department of Labor (NDOL) and stakeholders to identify and appropriately 
characterize high-demand (current and future) careers and critical skill sets necessary to support NE Broadband 
buildout, operation, and maintenance. The NBO could leverage state and national occupational data resources 
such as the O*Net Resource Center26 to reinforce the creation of industry-centric, career-connected employment 
opportunities across Nebraska.

» For NBO to meet its broadband workforce needs and buildout timelines, increasing the number of eligible, 
skilled applicants for available positions is imperative. The NBO will work with stakeholders, the Governor’s 
office, and local/regional partners to build awareness of broadband related careers and opportunities.

• Confer with Nebraska Department of Economic Development and the NDOL regarding the consideration (where 
appropriate) of broadband-related careers and skills as “high-wage, high skill, high demand” (H3) for the 
upcoming 2024 list “update” for purposes of NEWorks and student participation in the Nebraska Careers 
Scholarship Program.

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• Continue to work collaboratively with key stakeholders, regional and state Economic Development teams, the 
Nebraska office of the OCIO (DEI team), CBOs, and CAIs through regular and direct communications to maximize 
impact/reach, prevent confusion, and reduce potential burdens on community partners that may be engaged in 
both BEAD and DEI program development and delivery.

• Consult/collaborate with other organizations who have built workforce programs using Federal Funds to leverage 
best practices and maximize impact.

• Work with Nebraska Department of Economic Development and Department of Labor to leverage existing pre-
Apprenticeship, Internship (InternNE), Registered Apprenticeship programs and encourage the use of same by sub-
grantees (NE Department of Labor’s RAP and YRAP programs.)

• Work with stakeholders, to determine which “wrap around” services (such as on-site childcare or childcare 
stipends), learning materials, and transportation to training programs could be impactful to creating a stronger 
labor pipeline to obtain certifications and relevant experience they need to be competitive).

• Work with broadband providers and subcontractors to build awareness and use of existing assistance programs 
to support workforce attainment and training - Customized Job Training, ImagineNE – Revolving Loan Fund: 
Workforce Loan, DOL worker training grants, and DoD Skillbridge.

• Work with stakeholders to identify, evaluate, and leverage state and national training models and training programs 
(e.g., Telecommunications Industry Registered Apprenticeship Program (TIRAP), The Telecommunications 
Education Center (TEC), Federal Broadband Association’s OpTIC, Warriors4Wireless, Career Connect Washington, 
and the Nebraska Health Sciences Pipeline Program) as appropriate and relevant to industry needs.

• NConduct outreach to other states to develop or work with multi-state collaborative approaches and/or 
partnerships.

Throughout BEAD and Internet for All programs, NBO will convene working sessions with industry, 
stakeholders, training organizations, DEI partners, CBOs, and support organizations (State/Regional/Local) 
to discuss workforce shortages (current/forecasted), training and support needs (current/future), and 
opportunities for collaboration/programming needs (existing/scalability/net new). 

Working sessions will inform the development of BEAD workforce plans, development of impactful and 
equitable programming, and provide a platform for open dialogue, collaboration, and transparency between 
employers, the NBO, and those providing training and support services.

Representative programs include:

Customized Job Training – provide employee training assistance to businesses that maintain, expand, and 
diversify the state’s economic base.

• ImagiNE – Revolving Loan Fund: Workforce Training Loan. Any Taxpayer with an application under the ImagiNE
Revolving Loan Fund. Taxpayers may receive up to one workforce training and one infrastructure deployment loan
per ImagiNE agreement. Eligible uses include expenses incurred to train current or newly hired employees for jobs,
existing, or created.

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• InternNE – Provides grants to businesses who want to create NET NEW internships in the state. Grant provides
reimbursement up to $7,500 for internship wages, tuition reimbursement, housing, transportation, and recruitment
costs.

• Nebraska Career Scholarships Program -–is a collaboration between DED and Nebraska community colleges
and private non-profit to provide scholarships to students pursuing degrees in programs of study leading to high
wage, high-skill, high demand careers. A requirement of the scholarship is that students complete a Nebraska-
based internship, apprenticeship, clinical position, or employment in their field of study. NEworks - High Wage, High
Skill, High Demand (H3) Occupations (nebraska.gov)

Nebraska Developing Youth Talent Initiative (DYTI) – is a collaboration between Nebraska businesses and 
public schools to provide hands-on career exploration and relevant workplace learning opportunities to 7th and 
8th graders in STEM. 28 

• Worker Training Grants – Nebraska Department of Labor provides funds to businesses who are expanding
Nebraska’s workforce by increasing the pool of highly skilled workers in Nebraska, support public and private job
training programs designed to train, retrain, and upgrade work skills of existing workers, recruit workers to
Nebraska, and/or train new employees of expanding Nebraska businesses.

• Registered Apprenticeship (RAP) and Youth Registered Apprenticeship (YRAP) – The Department of Labor’s
RAP and YRAP combine supervised on-the-job training with technical classroom instruction in subjects related to
apprentices’ occupation and the sponsoring employer’s industry. Throughout the apprenticeship, apprentices gain
both OJT with their employer as well as an industry credential upon completion.

• SkillBridge – is a Department of Defense (DoD) program that connects transitioning service members with
industry partners in real-world experiences. Employers can mold their Skillbridge program to meet specific needs,
matching those needs to skills and abilities of the Servicemember, at no cost to the employer. Service members
continue to receive their military compensation while participating in the program.

NBO recognizes that building awareness of broadband related careers, career pathways and opportunities 
need to start early.  Therefore, the NBO could work with industry representatives, and educators across 
Nebraska to develop and deploy experiential learning experiences for students (beginning as early as middle 
school) and design opportunities for students to participate in broadband-related career and technical 
education (CTE). 

For CTE programming, the NBO could work with stakeholders, CTE leadership, and industry stakeholders to 
integrate broadband career information and skill sets into CTE programming. Such alignment is imperative 
to build awareness of broadband-related careers and introduce students to skills and career-connected 
opportunities in the industry – now and into the future. 

Career and Technical Education
Nebraska Department of Education - Career and Technical Education programs 

Career Technical Education (CTE) provides students of all ages with the academic and technical skills, 
knowledge and training necessary to succeed in future careers and to become lifelong learners. CTE prepares 
these learners for job skills by introducing them to workplace competencies that make academic content 
accessible to students by providing a hands-on approach. Program success is measured by the nearly 90 
percent graduation rate for participants that is 15 percentage points higher than the national average.

“Primary to this vision are four guiding principles. These principles are recognized to provide focus to the work 
of Nebraska CTE and intended to result in outcomes aligned to the mission and vision. They are foundational to 
all efforts: Equitable, Relevant, Innovative, and Coordinated.”

Nebraska Community College Broadband Training Programs

Southeast Community College Fiber Optic Bootcamp Fiber Optics | Southeast 
Community College
The training program is an intensive, accelerated version of the traditional Fiber Optic training program, 
equipping the student with 3 Fiber Optic Association Sanctioned Certifications in 5 Days.  No prior experience 
is necessary. This five-day boot camp includes three foundational certified fiber optic courses--Certified Fiber 
Optics Technician, Certified Fiber Optics Specialist/Splicing, and Certified Fiber Optics Specialist/Testing & 
Maintenance. Cost includes study materials, exam fees and textbooks for all three courses.

Certified Fiber Optic Technician
This introductory fiber optic tech course is designed for anyone interested in becoming a Certified Fiber Optic 
Technician and is a pre-requisite for any of the specialist Certifications. This Fiber Optic Training combines 
theory and 85% hands-on activities to prepare the student to take the CFOT (Certified Fiber Optic Technician) 
test that is sanctioned by the FOA (Fiber Optics Association) and given and graded the final class day. This 
course also introduces the student to industry standards governing Fiber to The Home (FTTH) and 
Distribution Cabling. Students could learn how to identify fiber types, recognize various connectors used in 
fiber installation; and install, terminate, splice, and properly test installed fiber cable to existing standards.

Certified Fiber Optic Specialist in Testing 
This training program is designed to offer advanced training to anyone involved with the testing and 
maintenance of fiber optics networks. A focal point of the program is to offer a general, easy to understand, 
approach to fiber optics testing standards with little theory and considerable hands-on activities. This 
comprehensive program explains the variety of testing standards, equipment and technological approaches 
used in fiber network testing and splicing and how to choose among them. This 85% hands on course explores 
the overall spectrum of testing and maintenance of single mode fiber optics networks and provides a detailed 
overview and demonstration of various pieces of equipment used in testing and maintenance. Subject matter 
includes a detailed study of ANSI/TIA/EIA-526-(7)A, OTDR fundamentals and uses, OTDR vs. Insertion Loss 
Testing, Return Loss Testing, and Attenuation testing using the Power Source and Light Meter.

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Certified Fiber Optic Specialist in Splicing

This includes a PowerPoint presentation explaining the importance of high-performance splicing and details 
the points necessary to achieve these splices. The depth of this presentation is much greater than most 
textbooks and provides background information about splicing that is important to the student. An overview of 
OTDR functions and trace understanding is also provided during this presentation. 85% hands-on classroom 
activities provide training in both fusion and mechanical splicing of either single or multimode fiber optic 
cables. Inside and outside plant fiber optic cable types will be utilized at instructor’s discretion during these 
hands-on sessions along with fiber optics enclosures and splice trays. The student will be responsible for 
successfully making and testing both mechanical and fusion splices. In addition to the basic splicing activities 
outlined above, the student will be required to correctly and efficiently install spliced fibers into splice trays 
and enclosures. Finally, the student will be required to achieve a splice loss of less than 0.15 dB for all splices 
and demonstrate proficiency in interpretation of splice loss using OTDR splice traces. A benefit to the course 
is interactive engagement with instructors to ensure techniques are learned with opportunities to address 
questions.

Metropolitan Community College - Fiber Optics Technician Bootcamp29 

Is an accelerated professional training program leading to industry-recognized certifications through the 
Fiber Optics Association (FOA). MCC classes are 85% hands-on instruction, where participants apply industry 
standards aligned with ANSI/ISO/IEC 17024 International Standard for Certifying Bodies. FOA certification 
exams are included with tuition and administered onsite at the end of each class.

The program is delivered in an accelerated learning model consisting of four classes and certifications over 
nine consecutive days: Certified Fiber Optics Technician (CFOT); Certified Fiber Optics Specialist in Testing 
& Main (CFOS/T); Certified Fiber Optics Splicing Specialist (CFOS/S); and Certified Fiber Optic Specialist in 
Outside Plant (CFOS/O). All MCC Fiber Optic Technician courses are delivered in synchronous live, face-to-
face instruction. The enhanced learning format allows participants to complete the program in an accelerated 
timeline helping them achieve employment goals quickly. Additionally, classes can optionally be taken 
independently or as a cluster.

Targeted audience:

	• Current fiber optic professionals seeking professional development.

	• Individuals seeking a career in the fiber optics industry. 

MCCC offers three courses to prepare participants for a career in fiber optics. The three sessions prepare 
participants to work as a Certified Fiber Optic Technician with specialist designation in Testing and Splicing.

This program combines theory and 75% hands-on 
activities to prepare the student to take the CFOT (Certified Fiber Optics Technician) test that is sanctioned by 
the FOA (Fiber Optics Association) and given and graded the final class day.

Certified Fiber Optic Specialist/Testing (CFOS/T): This 1.5-day (12-hour) course provides advanced training 
to anyone involved with the testing and maintenance of fiber optics networks. A focal point in the program is to 
offer a general, easy to understand approach to fiber optics testing standards. This comprehensive program 
explains the variety of testing standards, equipment and technological approaches used in fiber network 
testing and splicing and how to choose among them.

Certified Fiber Optic Specialist/Splicing (CFOS/S): This 1.5-day (12-hour) program includes an in-
depth presentation explaining the importance of high-performance splicing and details the points necessary 
to achieve these splices. An overview of OTDR functions and trace understanding is also provided during this 
presentation. 

All three courses are sanctioned by the Fiber Optic Association (FOA) and accredited by BICSI, a professional 
association supporting the information transport systems industry.  This partnership offers an unprecedented 
opportunity for students to learn about fiber optics networking through an internationally recognized fiber optic 
training company.

National Training Curriculum

Fiber Optic Association30 – FOA

This is an international non-profit educational association that is chartered to promote professionalism in fiber 
optics through education, certification and standards. FOA is also an internationally recognized certifying body 
for fiber optic technicians. Founded in 1995 by a dozen prominent fiber optics trainers and industry personnel 
as a professional association for fiber optics and a source of independent certification. FOA has evolved to 
include additional activities that educate the world about fiber optics and to certify workers who design, build 
and operate the world’s fiber optic networks. FOA certified technicians must demonstrate their knowledge, 
skills and abilities in training courses and/or show experience in applying this technology to their work. FOA 
currently partners with Monroe County, Metropolitan, and Southeast Community Colleges in Nebraska.

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Wireless Industry Association31 
TEC is a dynamic learning program offering world-class training, resources, and career development. Through 
TEC, WIA is the leading developer of training and curriculum for the broadband industry, offering 40+ courses 
tailored to the training, education, and professional development needs of the industry. 

Telecommunication Industry Apprenticeship Program32 
This training is a federally recognized, competency-based apprenticeship program. WIA is the DOL’s designated 
Industry Intermediary for Registered Apprenticeship in the telecommunications industry. Through TIRAP, WIA 
provides technical assistance, training resources, support, and access to incentive funding for our registered 
Employer Sponsors. 

Fiber Broadband Association OpTIC Path33 
This course provides future technicians with the knowledge and skills required while potentially opening the 
door for a professional career with organizations such as telecommunications service providers, Internet 
service providers and contractors. 

Workforce Public-Private Partnerships (Justice Involved) 
The Nebraska center for workforce development and education34

This is a nonprofit group focused on creating opportunities for individuals to gain exposure to careers in the 
trades. They are a collaborative effort between the Omaha Federation of Labor, AFL-CIO, The William Brennan 
Institute for Labor Studies at UNO, the United Way, and the local business community to increase the qualified 
workforce in Nebraska. This is a unique collaboration between Labor, Business, and Government to create a 
public-private partnership to address the skill-gap in Nebraska’s workforce.

Project Reset

This project is a mentoring service to help former inmates find a life-changing career in skilled labor and 
trades. Their unique partnership with local unions, employers, and federally registered apprenticeship 
programs creates a platform for participants to obtain a career that provides financial stability and full 
benefits. Not only does this help the individual and their families, but they also believe it can eliminate 
dependency on state assistance, alleviate strain on the criminal justice system, and ultimately break cycles of 
generational criminality, poverty, dysfunction, and trauma.

Trades Offer Opportunities that Lead to Success 

Provides relevant information about apprenticeship career training and opportunities in the trades industry for 
traditional junior high or high school students and young adults looking for a career. They are a collaborative

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program geared toward seventh through twelfth graders in the Omaha metro area to provide year-round 
construction career exploration activities.

Apprenticeship Program - The Building & Construction Trades Council 
– Omaha, Nebraska & Southwest Iowa (possible leverage into telecom 
careers/TIRAP)
The Council is a local affiliate of North America’s Building Trades Unions (NABTU comprised of all trades 
working in the building construction and repairs industries. They are dedicated to the stability of employment 
and economic security of organized construction workers. The private investments made by their unions and 
signatory contractors have created the most renowned apprenticeship training and education infrastructure 
found anywhere in the world.

Employers and unions are working cooperatively to develop a pool of qualified journey workers for the future. 
This cooperation between management and labor involves skilled journey workers who handle classroom 
and on-the-job training aspects, and management representatives who oversee the efficient operation of the 
program and assist in curriculum development.

Alignment of Five-Year Action Plan with other existing and planned 
development efforts and priorities. (#12) (Also, in Section 7.4)
In today’s increasingly interconnected world, access to affordable, reliable, high-speed broadband infrastructure 
is essential for the economic and social well-being of communities. To maximize the impact of broadband 
initiatives, ensure equitable access, and minimize redundancy and confusion, collaboration between a state 
broadband office and organizations within the state that share similar or intersecting visions and missions 
is paramount. By fostering partnerships and leveraging collective expertise, resources, and networks, these 
collaborations can strategically align efforts, pool resources, and address challenges more effectively, 
ultimately driving inclusive digital transformation and unlocking the full potential of broadband connectivity for 
all residents and businesses.

At the time of submission, the NBO has identified the following organizations and programs that have visions, 
missions, and/or programs that align with BEAD and Internet for All programming.

The State of Nebraska’s Rural Broadband Taskforce - created pursuant to LB 994 and signed into law on April 
17, 2018. LB 994 charges the task force with reviewing “issues relating to availability, adoption, and affordability 
of broadband services in rural areas of Nebraska.” 

Task force members include: 

• The chairperson of the Transportation and Telecommunications Committee of the Legislature (nonvoting, ex officio
member.)

• A member of the Legislature selected by the Executive Board of the Legislative Council (nonvoting, ex officio
member.)

• A member of the Public Service Commission who shall be selected by the chairperson of such commission.

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• The chairperson of the Nebraska Information Technology Commission or his or her designee who shall act as
chairperson of the taskforce

• The Director of Economic Development or his or her designee

• The Director of Agriculture or his or her designee

• Eight members to be appointed by the Governor: A representative of the agribusiness community, a representative
of the Nebraska business community, a representative of the regulated wireline telecommunications industry,
a representative of the wireless telecommunications industry, a representative of the public power industry, a
representative of health care providers, a representative of Nebraska postsecondary educational institutions,
and a representative of rural schools offering kindergarten through grade twelve. The members appointed by the
Governor shall serve for a term of two years and may be reappointed.

The Taskforce is staffed by the Nebraska Information Technology Commission in consultation with staff from 
the Public Service Commission and other interested parties. The taskforce reports its findings by November 1 
of each odd-numbered year.

In their 2021 report, one key recommendation addressed broadband workforce: 

“The telecommunications industry, the state’s community colleges, 
local school districts, and economic development and workforce 
development agencies should engage in conversations about 
recruitment of technicians as well as developing training and 
apprenticeship programs.” (2021 Rural Task Force Report – page 6)

Nebraska Public Service Commission

The primary job of the Commission35 is to maintain the Nebraska Universal Service fund and four broadband 
related grant programs integral to connecting community-based organizations in Nebraska. 

1. The Nebraska E-rate Special Construction Matching Fund Program enables eligible entities such as schools
and libraries to maximize federal E-rate special construction program support by providing matching support of
up to 10% of the total eligible special construction charges for one project. To be eligible applicants are required to
demonstrate participation in the federal E-rate program.

2. The Nebraska Telehealth Program36 provides supplemental and secondary funding to health care providers
receiving federal support. To be eligible applicants are required to demonstrate participation in the Healthcare
Connect Fund (HCF) a subprogram of the Federal Communications Commission’s Rural Health Care program.

3. The Nebraska Capital Projects Fund (ARPA) This fund is intended to address the following priorities:

a. Broadband infrastructure deployment designed to directly enable work, education, and healthcare monitoring,

b. Address a critical need that resulted from or was made apparent or exacerbated by COVID-19 public health
emergency, and

c. Address a critical need of the community to be served by the deployment.

4. The Nebraska Broadband Bridge Program is a State funded program to facilitate and fund the deployment of
broadband networks in unserved and underserved areas of Nebraska. PSC has the authority to grant awards to
assist applicants with infrastructure installation costs for qualifying projects. Qualifying projects must provide
broadband internet service scalable to one hundred megabits per second for downloading and one hundred

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megabits per second for uploading (100Mbps/100Mbps), or greater. For program year 2023, applicants are 
required to provide matching funds equal to at least 50% of the total development costs of the project if located 
outside a high-cost area, or at least 25% of the total development costs of the project if located inside a high-cost 
area.

Nebraska Information Technology Commission/OCIO
Funding from the NTIA State Digital Equity (DEIA) Planning Grant program allows Nebraska (under the direction 
of the NITC/OCIO) to actively collaborate and coordinate with the NBO on the development of DEIA and BEAD 
plans. The program ensures Nebraskans have affordable internet connectivity, devices such as laptops and 
smartphones, plus the skills to meaningfully utilize these technologies. The grant also promotes the use 
technologies including telehealth and precision agriculture which are in the early stages of adoption and have 
potential to significantly impact the lives of Nebraskans and the state’s economy.

Blueprint Nebraska 2030 – Growing the Good Life37

In 2021, a collaboration of Nebraska business stakeholders formed the Blueprint Nebraska Alliance. The 
teams share responsibility for promoting and implementing the 2019 Blueprint Nebraska Economic Strategic 
Plan that outlines 15 initiatives for making Nebraska a leader among its peers by 2030. The plan drew 
unprecedented engagement from state, private sector, agricultural, education and civic leaders, including the 
insights of 320 diverse broadband industry council members from across the state, and more than 7,000 
Nebraskans through 60 public meetings and a statewide survey. 

As relating to workforce, the blueprint recognizes the need for increased collaboration between business and 
education to build upon the work of chambers of commerce, educational institutions and state agencies to 
develop public-private workforce partnerships. This initiative could unify and scale current efforts to create a 
model public-private partnership for the country. 

The Blueprint recommends high-priority initiatives that directly align with BEAD priorities and the work planned 
by the NBO: 

Scale public-private partnerships that create more internships and apprenticeships per capita and customized 
workforce solutions than any state in the Midwest. Including: To create more internships and apprenticeships 
per capita, the initiative will: 

• Focus on business issues. This effort will inform educators about in-demand occupations, offer tours, and provide
career ladder information to students and Baby Boomers seeking encore careers. The effort will require increasing
collaboration between educational institutions and businesses to ensure that they develop the skills needed in an
ever-changing workplace.

• Foster agency-business partnerships. Agency coalitions or collaborations are an effective means for businesses
to learn about beneficial workforce programs and initiatives across the state and in their regions. This effort
will work in concert with successful agency talent initiatives to enhance the support of businesses and to track
outcomes. Such partnerships will also ensure awareness of and application to federal workforce programs and
incentives, such as registered apprenticeships. For example, the EmployLNK model now replicated in Omaha,
Norfolk, and Beatrice brings together agencies to speak to businesses with one voice.

• Generate awareness among students. Communities will embrace the use of STEM mobile labs, especially in rural

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areas. 45 Schools and more than 50 businesses will partner to connect students with job shadows, internships, 
apprenticeships, and jobs/careers, adding to what the Jobs and Extended Learning Opportunities website and 
other resources provide. 

• Increase the number of apprenticeships and internships. This effort will direct more advertising to potential
applicants (e.g., career fairs and digital marketing) to build awareness of apprenticeship and internship programs.
It will also include commitments from many employers in the state to increase the number of apprenticeships and
internships offered. More specifically, to deliver customized workforce solutions, this initiative will:

• Create an employer concierge. The concierge should listen to business needs, connect multiple agencies, and
assist with accessing relevant workforce resources.

• Identify priority sectors for recruitment. This will require working with the business community to identify priority
industries that have unmet talent needs (e.g., ag-tech and fin-tech).

• Identify skills in high demand. Collecting input from businesses will ensure that the skills taught meet economic
demand.

• Strengthen education partnerships. This will require partnering with local colleges, especially community
colleges, to tap their expertise in designing and delivering training that widens the community college pipeline
for H3 (high-wage, high-demand, high-skill) careers. This approach complements agency efforts such as the
Developing Youth Talent Initiative that seeks to inspire middle-school students to explore careers in manufacturing
and IT.

• Create opportunities for unemployed and underemployed populations. By building awareness, leveraging public- 
and private-sector solutions and more fully utilizing existing services, such as the Nebraska Department of Labor
reemployment system, this effort will seek to fill jobs with the people we already have, starting with the unemployed
and underemployed.

• Create value proposition for companies looking to expand. This will require collaborating with the economic
development community to create presentations highlighting the value of the programs offered and to assist in
pitching them to companies contemplating expansion.

• Promote diversity and inclusion to retain and attract talent, connect communities across the state, and make
Nebraska the most welcoming state in the Midwest.

• Encourage the private sector to lead by committing to increasing diversity and inclusion. The effort might, for
example, promote flexibility (e.g., changing policies and mindsets to make flexibility the assumed starting point for
all roles, not the exception), goals and progress indicators tied to incentive structures, “shared care” parental leave
policies (e.g., overhauling parental leave programs to encourage men to take primary responsibility for care and
help women reduce the career and financial impact of unpaid parental leave and part-time work), companywide
unconscious bias training, or formal sponsorship programs to improve retention of women.

• Facilitate broader socio-economic inclusion. This effort might focus on any or all of the following: data and
research to develop solutions for low-income individuals; access to quality, affordable childcare; encourage
expansion of family medical leave options; or more services for homeless families, including better access to
quality mental health services.

• Commit to equity and inclusion for communities who need it most, such as veterans. This effort might focus
on increasing access to mental health services, particularly for veterans, because they often have high rates of
psychiatric disorders, substance abuse, and suicide. The effort might also encourage governmental collection of
veterans’ data to support community needs and services and ensure fair and accurate representation.

• Develop a statewide sibling community and leadership development program. This effort might survey
Nebraska communities and pair them to enable communities to benefit from others’ experience with similar issues
and programs (e.g., business mentorship or cultural awareness programs). For example, the effort might pair urban
and rural communities to exchange ideas and lessons learned and celebrate the strengths of both communities.
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Under the banner of Reimagining and Connecting our Places, the Blueprint calls for Increase rural broadband 
access and make Nebraska’s large and small cities national models for rapid 5G network scale-up to achieve a 
quantum leap in digital connectivity. (Note: these recommendations were penned prior to current federal funding 
availability. Although these initiatives are well underway, this doesn’t diminish the opportunity for engagement and 
collaboration since both the Blueprint and BEAD share similar priorities and goals.)

• Determine high-need, high-impact areas for broadband and 5G expansion. This effort will survey a sample
of unserved households and analyze population density, topography, and existing infrastructure to map the best
technology for each geography.

• Calculate the expected return using survey data on adoption rates and calculate the expected cost based on the
technology needed to best serve the priority areas.

• Seek partners for capital and optimize use of public funding.

The Nebraska Department of Economic Development
The DeD is focused on growing and diversifying the state’s economic base, bringing new dollars, new 
businesses, and new people into the state by supporting communities with development efforts, assisting 
with starting, retaining and expanding businesses, and by promoting the state for business locations and 
expansions.

The Department’s 2023 goals 38 include priorities that directly align with the BEAD Goals and objectives 
including: 

• Economic Growth and Expansion- Recruit high-wage, high-tech job creators to Nebraska while encouraging the
expansion of existing firms. Strengthen the entrepreneurial ecosystem and promote investment in high-growth
startups and small businesses. Develop first-rate sites, including a mega site, to attract major projects. Prioritize
continued action to address the workforce housing shortage. Foster community development and a better quality
of life. Grow Nebraska exports and international investment opportunities.

• Talent Retention and Recruitment- Address the skilled workforce shortage in communities urban and rural.
Increase internships and apprenticeships while promoting direct pathways between students and employers.
Engage with the private sector to launch successful out-of-state recruitment initiatives and attract diverse talent.
Support the training and upskilling of employees to meet industry demands. Establish a robust pipeline between
Nebraska employers and separating military personnel from Offutt AFB and other states.

• Brand Recognition- Promote and grow The Good Life Is Calling campaign to increase Nebraska’s presence on the
national stage. Creatively tell our story to attract opportunity seekers and roots returners to the state. Engage with
employers, policymakers, nonprofits and the educational system to encourage statewide campaign buy-in and
participation. Make Nebraska synonymous with The Good Life Is Calling slogan. Celebrate and communicate our
successes growing Nebraska.

• ARPA Execution- Successfully execute the State’s ARPA plan by making transformative investments in Nebraska’s
communities. Optimize every dollar entrusted to DED’s oversight. Deliver first class customer service to grant
applicants and awardees. Ensure rigorous compliance with state and federal statutes.

Nebraska Department of Labor 

The Nebraska Department of Labor’s (NDOL)39 mission is “Connecting People to Employment Success”. 
The agency is responsible for a significant number of programs that the NBO would partner with to build and 
sustain the broadband workforce into the future.

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In addition to providing labor data and standards, NDOL will be an invaluable partner in the development of the 
BEAD Workforce plan by assisting helping broadband-related employers and their subcontractors understand 
and engage on workforce assistance opportunities. Service areas would include on the job training (OJT), 
Registered Apprenticeships, Workforce training, Official Nebraska Department of Labor grants40, Veteran 
employment (in partnership with Nebraska Department of Veterans Affairs), and WIOA. 

Nebraska Alliance for Nextgen Opportunities
One key initiative depends on the availability of high-speed, high-reliability broadband, but also stands to be 
a significant driver for adoption and long-term sustainability at the highest level is the “Nebraska Alliance for 
Nextgen Opportunities” (NANO).

Nebraska along with public and private partners, has made significant financial commitments of $320m at the 
state level and $950m in the private sector toward components of the NANO initiative, reflecting the collective 
belief in the transformational potential of this venture. 

The NANO consortium leverages a diverse range of expertise from academia, industry, defense, and 
community organizations, creating a synergistic platform for technological advancements and economic 
growth. The vision for NANO extends beyond technology deployment, it encompasses creating a skilled 
workforce, fostering industry-academia-government collaboration, and generating economic prosperity across 
the region. 

Strategic Partnerships: The Consortium comprises an impressive array of organizations including the 
Department of Defense, National Counterterrorism Innovation (NCITE), Nebraska Strategic Research 
Institute (NSRI), University of Nebraska Medical Center, Nebraska Medicine, Knowledge Bridge International, 
Silicon Heartland, KANT AI, Nebraska Defense Research Corporation (NRDC), the University of Nebraska – 
Lincoln’s Innovation Campus. It also includes tech giants such as T-Mobile, Verizon and AT&T, and the Omaha 
Federation of Labor.

The BEAD and NANO programs have congruent goals related to funded activities – Deployment, Digital 
Equity and Accessibility, and workforce development aspects of each dovetail closely.  Both programs target 
underserved communities and facilitate digital skills training to play vital role in reducing the digital divide and 
promoting inclusive growth.  

NANO and BEAD teams could collaborate to leverage/align workforce opportunities, create access to career 
pathways, expand the use of pre-apprenticeships/apprenticeships, and coordinate outreach to underserved 
communities to avoid confusion, while maximizing reach for both programs to promote career pathways.

Key areas of collaboration include agriculture, Department of Defense applications (in partnership with 
USSTRATCOM and the Nebraska Defense Research Corporation), advanced manufacturing, Telehealth 
(extended reality, immersive interactive medical training, etc.), precision agriculture, enhanced veterinary work 
and husbandry, public safety (enhanced Next-Gen 911), improved quality of life (smart applications), and 
optimized command and control.

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State of Nebraska Opportunity to Lead: Secure 5G Adoption and Statewide 
Deployment 
Efforts are underway to launch a 5G initiative to provide “just-in-time” reliable and secure content and data 
delivery across Nebraska for economic development supporting:

• Agriculture

• Healthcare

• Workforce Development

• Federal Agencies and Department of Defense

• Rural and Public Power

The goals for the initiative span these industries to enhance the health and business missions for the 
state through “just-in-time” tele-health, tele-simulation, tele-mentoring, tele-proctoring, and data capture 
capabilities. 5G’s combination of faster communications at lower latencies also has the potential for workforce 
development for the State by transforming areas such as healthcare and health professions training, 
agriculture, federal relationships, and rural & public power.

During an April 2023 5G Mini-Summit titled “Unlocking the Future of Nebraska: Connecting Businesses, 
Government and 5G to Create a High-Tech Secured Economic Ecosystem” representatives from across 
disciplines and stakeholders discussed topics ranging from “the impacts of 5G on healthcare training, 
cybersecurity, as well as future use cases and alignment with BEAD initiatives.

The NBO team will continue to monitor and engage with the teams/organizations advancing the proposal to 
enhance collaboration, reduce duplicative efforts, and maximize impact.

Outreach and Engagement 
In addition to the DE and BEAD outreach sessions referenced in Section 5.1, the NBO Team has made a 
concerted effort to reach as many stakeholders as possible and their representatives including:

• June 30, 2023, met with ISPs, NBO, industry associations and representatives.

• July 2023 initiate dialogue with ISPs and stakeholders and begin collaborative discussions.
• July 13, 2023, met with Economic Development Directors to gain perspective on DEI work and relationship to BEAD

programs.

• July 19, 2023, met with Local Government Association representatives.
• DEI work is still underway to develop an open and collaborative relationship between those doing DEI work at the

NE OCIO and the NE NBO

Recognizing that the tasks at hand will require an “all hands-on deck” approach, the NBO will continue to 
engage with stakeholders and partners throughout the course of the BEAD and Internet For All programs 
building collaborations and coalitions to support both broadband deployments and adoption activities. The 
NBO will:

• Build on initial conversations and continue to work collaboratively with key stakeholders, regional DEI teams, CBOs,
through regular and direct communications to maximize impact and prevent confusion and reduce potential
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burdens on community partners that may be engaged in both BEAD and DEI programs. 

• Engage internal/external resources (including National Organizations and Federal/State/Local programs) to ensure
compliance with workforce requirements as outlined in the BEAD NOFO.

• Engage and collaborate with other Nebraska organizations and agencies (state and local) to define potential
collaborations, leveragability/scalability of existing programs, and develop broadband-centric opportunities with
an emphasis on programs that prioritize diversity, apprenticeships, internships, career pathways and employee
retention and upskilling.

• Work with Nebraska PSC to gain access to feedback and DEI plans collected as part of the CPF application process
to augment information gathering.

Worker Protections
 Nebraska will align with the NTIA principles, recognizing the immense value of individual workers and is 
dedicated to fostering safe, competitive job environments that benefit both employees and employers. NBO’s 
primary objective is to promote talent retention, enhance job competitiveness, and ensure equitable treatment 
for broadband-related workers across the state. To achieve this, NBO is committed to actively coordinating with 
and engaging unions and worker organizations throughout the duration of the BEAD/Internet For All programs.

By prioritizing worker protections, Nebraska aims to create a secure and nurturing workplace environment 
that safeguards the well-being of employees. This approach not only fosters a sense of trust and satisfaction 
among workers but also cultivates long-term relationships between employees and their employers. Nebraska 
believes promoting safe work conditions and encouraging open communication, enhances productivity, fosters 
innovation, and ultimately drives success for all parties.

Furthermore, Nebraska understands the critical role that unions and worker organizations play in advocating 
for the rights and the interests of workers. By collaborating with these entities worker perspectives and 
concerns will be heard and addressed. Through engagement, a mutually beneficial partnership that promotes 
fair labor practices, equitable compensation, and opportunities for professional growth will be fostered.

-NBO aims to establish a harmonious work environment that supports the retention of talented individuals,
enhances job competitiveness, by upholding the principles of fairness and respect for all workers involved in
the BEAD/Internet for All programs.

NBO will build on current documentation developed and deployed by the NPSC to ensure that sub-grantees 
understand the need for compliance and transparency.

Contracting 
NBO recognizes the critical need to establish strategies that foster a highly skilled and diverse workforce. To 
ensure fairness and equal opportunities, NBO will extend our focus beyond direct employees and consider the 
workforce development standards and activities of contractors and subcontractors. 
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As per the Workforce Planning Guide document, NBO will await additional information from NTIA on 
contracting and working with disadvantaged businesses (beyond compliance) prior to releasing any 
requirements.

A supporting table on the Nebraska Broadband Office’s staffing and contractor plans can be found in Section 
3.1, Table 2 and Table 3.

Contractor Considerations
As the Nebraska Broadband Office undertakes the crucial task of expanding and enhancing broadband access 
across the state, it is essential to acknowledge the vital role played by contractors and subcontractors in this 
transformative journey. These external entities serve as critical members of the BEAD project workforce, 
contributing their expertise and resources to ensure the successful implementation of broadband initiatives. 

The NBO understands that contractors and subcontractors are subject to the workforce requirements 
stipulated in the NOFO. To align with the NOFO, Nebraska is committed to evaluating the subgrantee plans for 
contractors and subcontractors to ensure compliance with requirements. Establishing rigorous standards now 
will frame a unified and cohesive workforce to drive the advancement of broadband infrastructure in 
Nebraska. 

5.5 Estimated Timeline for Universal Service (#10a)
Nebraska is dedicated to closing the digital divide to ensure equitable access to high-speed internet 
for all residents. Based on careful projections and existing grant agreements, the following estimated 
timeline is proposed to achieve universal service. Nebraska’s goal is to connect or have projects in 
place to connect all BSLs by 2027. However, with federal awards mentioned below, some will not be 
completed until 2029.

Completion of Current Projects (2023-2029)
By the end of 2029, the ongoing construction projects supported by current grant agreements will 
reach completion, successfully connecting approximately 32,607 locations. These projects consist 
of CPF, NBBP, RDOF, and NUSF grant programs and are designed to significantly enhance 
broadband access in unserved and underserved areas across the state, addressing critical 
connectivity needs.

By the end of 2026, the American Rescue Plan Act State and Local Fiscal Recovery Funds (ARPA 
SLFRF) and the Consolidated Fiber Program (CFP) will facilitate further connections in Nebraska. 

Authorized RDOF and USDA Projects (completion scheduled 2029):

Projects authorized under the Rural Digital Opportunity Fund (RDOF) and the United States 
Department of Agriculture (USDA) funding initiatives are anticipated to be fully completed by 2029. 
These projects will significantly contribute to the overall expansion of broadband infrastructure, 
particularly in rural areas, and play a pivotal role in achieving universal statewide service.
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BEAD Funding Distribution (2023-2028)
 The distribution of funding through the Broadband Equity, Access, and Deployment (BEAD program is 
scheduled to commence in 2023 and extend through 2028. These funds are dedicated to supporting 
infrastructure gap deployment missed in the programs listed above, adoption programs, and other internet-
based services like workforce development and equitable access program that play a vital role in the 
continued expansion of broadband access statewide.

BEAD Construction Completion for Eligible Locations (completion scheduled 
December 2027)
Recognizing the potential for unforeseen challenges and the importance of addressing any remaining 
infrastructure gaps, the state aims to finalize construction for all eligible locations by December 2027. This 
timeline allows for adjustments and potential delays during buildout and ensures that every eligible location in 
Nebraska can access reliable and affordable high-speed internet services.

The exact number of additional connections will depend on timing of the funding allocation, availability of 
resources including workforce which may hinder the progress of these programs. To prevent disruptions, the 
plan will include strategies to address these conditions. Close monitoring of all federally funded programs will 
help identify potential problems, allowing the state to stay on track to provide service to all locations.

5.6 Estimated Cost for Universal Service (#8, #10a, & 
#10b)
To achieve universal service and provide affordable internet access to all locations within Nebraska, it is 
crucial to explore various options that can reduce costs while ensuring widespread coverage. One option may 
focus on providing fiber connections to all locations throughout the state, and the estimated cost for achieving 
universal service with this plan could reach $1.73 billion or more. An additional option is Non-Fiber Solutions. 
Both options bridge the connectivity gap in regions where establishing a robust network is currently not in 
place but the non-fiber solutions could be used to address high-cost threshold per location passed issues. 

1. Implement fiber connections. Implementing fiber connections can significantly increase broadband availability,
ultimately narrowing the digital divide and ensuring reliable connectivity for the majority of locations. Providing fiber 
connections to all but 2% of the States BSL’s (Broadband Serviceable Location and setting a proposed cost cap 
of $20,000 per location passed, will need to be one consideration based on funding capacity. Similarly, providing 
fiber connections to all but 5.8% of the States BSL’s, would require a cost cap of $14,500 per location passed could 
be another consideration to narrow the gap in BEAD funding. To determine the most efficient and cost-effective 
strategy for achieving universal service, we will evaluate these options in conjunction with a weighted costing 
model, like the Bridge (NBBP (Nebraska Broadband Bridge Program program.
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Setting Cap at $20K/loc $ 822,827,622

Shortfall $ 316,577,622

Setting Cap at $14.5K/loc $ 509,933,562

Shortfall $ 3,683,562

Averaging CPF and Bridge cost per loc $ 10,209

Total BEAD need if averages are same $ 870,225,369

2. Non-Fiber Solutions. To provide broadband access to rural Nebraskans and reduce the cost of Universal Service
in these hard-to-reach areas, the implementation of non-fiber solutions such as licensed fixed wireless technology
could be used to address this gap. This solution reduces the excessive cost per location while still providing
broadband services to each subscriber.

Using Nebraska Broadband Bridge Program/Capital Projects Fund Map, we derived the average cost per 
location from the CPF Districts 1 and 3 projects data—covering 6,748 locations—as well as data from the NBBP 
project covering 6,757 locations. The combined data yielded an average cost per location of $10,209. Based 
on these calculations, it is estimated that Nebraska will require $870,225,369 to complete the deployment for 
these remaining locations that have not been covered by other funding sources. It is important to note that 
this estimate is subject to refinement as we gather improved data from the NTIA mapping datasets as well as 
access to the NTIA Tool Kit/Costing Model, which will become available later this year. The NBO will also 
consider current inflationary rates and use a multiplier to account for inflation as we continue to finetune our 
calculations as a part of the Initial Proposal submission. Additionally, the establishment of an extremely high-
cost threshold is being contemplated, which may have an impact on the overall estimated cost. These high-
cost areas are predominantly situated in rural regions where challenges of deployment and infrastructure 
development are more significant.

To bridge the financial gap, maximize the impact of broadband expansion efforts and ensure equitable access 
to high-quality internet services for all residents across the state, and support the total BEAD award, we intend 
to leverage ongoing federally funded initiatives to ensure all locations within their respective grant programs 
are served. By combining resources from these initiatives with the BEAD program, we can address projected 
shortfall and achieve our goal of universal service in Nebraska through strategic resource allocation and 
continuous refinement of cost estimates.

The Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act (IIJA) requires the exclusion of pre-existing federal funding 
programs such as the Rural Digital Opportunity Fund (RDOF), aimed at connecting areas without a basic 25/3 
Mbps service, from Broadband Equity, Access, and Deployment (BEAD) financing. Exclusion of previous RDOF 
awards has raised concerns from NBO, mainly due to the risks of federal grant recipients not meeting their 
commitments. This heightened concern stems from the substantial investment required from RDOF based on 
recipients that have accepted grants based on a cost per location.

In Nebraska, several RDOF recipients committed to providing fiber-to-home or fixed wireless connections, 
with each location’s federal funding contribution being crucial for the state’s goal of universal connectivity. 
Approximately 30,000 Broadband Serviceable Locations (BSLs) have either defaulted or not yet been 
authorized. NBO recommends recognizing “already Authorized and pending authorization” BSLs as “served 
locations”, thereby excluding them from BEAD consideration as they are in progress. Additionally, locations in 
default or not authorized should be included within the BEAD’s unserved location list.

Nebraska implores Federal policymakers to consider measures that can reduce risk to universal service goals. 
Such measures might include offering flexibility in using BEAD funding to connect locations that are currently 
unauthorized or in default. For instance, programs like the Nebraska Broadband Bridge Program (NBBP), 
Nebraska Universal Service Fund (NUSF), and Capital Program Fund (CPF) for District I and District III are 
being executed under the Nebraska Public Service Commission’s management. As these locations are being 
connected through state programs, they will be considered “served” and thus won’t be considered under the 
BEAD five-year program.

The NBO believes programs such as Connect America Funds ACAM and CAF to be regarded as eligible for 
BEAD funding since they lack the speed requirements needed to achieve the minimum for being considered as 
served locations.
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For ACAM, not all funded project areas have 25/3 service, and ISPs are not obligated to serve all locations 
within the awarded area. The coverage varies based on population densities, ranging from 25% to 100% of 
locations to be served. 

As for the CAF programs, CAF I mandated a 4/1 service while CAF II provided a 10/1 service. All these will be 
considered unserved in this proposal.

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5.7 Alignment (#12)
Alignment of Five-year action plan with other existing and planned development efforts and 
priorities. 

In today’s increasingly interconnected world, access to affordable, reliable, high-speed broadband infrastructure 
is essential for the economic and social well-being of communities. To maximize the impact of broadband 
initiatives, ensure equitable access, and minimize redundancy and confusion, collaboration between a state 
broadband office and organizations within the state that share similar or intersecting visions and missions 
is paramount. By fostering partnerships and leveraging collective expertise, resources, and networks, these 
collaborations can strategically align efforts, pool resources, and address challenges more effectively, 
ultimately driving inclusive digital transformation and unlocking the full potential of broadband connectivity for 
all residents and businesses.

At the time of submission, the NBO has identified the following organizations and programs that have visions, 
missions, and/or programs that align with BEAD and Internet for All programming.

The State of Nebraska’s Rural Broadband Taskforce - created pursuant to LB 994 and signed into law 
on April 17, 2018. LB 994 charges the task force with reviewing “issues relating to availability, adoption, and 
affordability of broadband services in rural areas of Nebraska.” 

Task force members include: 

• The chairperson of the Transportation and Telecommunications Committee of the Legislature (nonvoting, ex officio
member)

• A member of the Legislature selected by the Executive Board of the Legislative Council (nonvoting, ex officio
member)

• A member of the Public Service Commission who shall be selected by the chairperson of such commission

• The chairperson of the Nebraska Information Technology Commission or his or her designee who shall act as
chairperson of the taskforce

• The Director of Economic Development or his or her designee

• The Director of Agriculture or his or her designee

• Eight members to be appointed by the Governor: A representative of the agribusiness community, a representative
of the Nebraska business community, a representative of the regulated wireline telecommunications industry,
a representative of the wireless telecommunications industry, a representative of the public power industry, a
representative of health care providers, a representative of Nebraska postsecondary educational institutions,
and a representative of rural schools offering kindergarten through grade twelve. The members appointed by the
Governor shall serve for a term of two years and may be reappointed.

The Taskforce is staffed by the Nebraska Information Technology Commission in consultation with staff from 
the Public Service Commission and other interested parties. The taskforce reports its findings by November 1 
of each odd-numbered year.
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Nebraska Public Service Commission (NPSC)
The Nebraska PSC maintains the Nebraska Universal Service fund and four broadband related grant 
programs integral to connecting community-based organizations in Nebraska.41

The Nebraska E-rate Special Construction Matching Fund Program enables eligible entities such as schools 
and libraries to maximize federal E-rate special construction program support by providing E-rate matching 
support of up to 10% of the total eligible one-time special construction charges. To be eligible for state NUSF 
E-rate Construction support applicants are required to demonstrate participation in the federal E-rate program.

The Nebraska Telehealth Program provides supplemental and secondary funding to health care providers 
receiving federal support. To be eligible for state NUSF Telehealth program support applicants are 
required to demonstrate participation in the Healthcare Connect Fund (HCF) a subprogram of the Federal 
Communications Commission’s Rural Health Care program.42

The Nebraska Capital Projects Fund (ARPA) - The CPF is intended to address the following priorities: 
Broadband infrastructure deployment designed to directly enable work, education, and healthcare monitoring, 
address a critical need that resulted from or was made apparent or exacerbated by the COVID-19 public health 
emergency, and address a critical need of the community to be served by the deployment.

The Nebraska Broadband Bridge Program is a State-funded program created pursuant to the Nebraska 
Broadband Bridge Act (the Act), Neb. Rev. Stat. §§ 86-1301 – 1312, to facilitate and fund the deployment 
of broadband networks in unserved and underserved areas of Nebraska. The Nebraska Public Service 
Commission (Commission) has the authority to grant awards to assist applicants with eligible infrastructure 
installation costs for qualifying projects. Qualifying projects must provide broadband Internet service scalable 
to one hundred megabits per second for downloading and one hundred megabits per second for uploading 
(100Mbps/100Mbps), or greater. For program year 2023, applicants are required to provide matching funds 
equal to at least 50% of the total development costs of the project if located outside a high-cost area, or at 
least 25% of the total development costs of the project if located inside a high-cost area.

Nebraska Information Technology Commission/OCIO
With funding from the NTIA State Digital Equity (DEIA) Planning Grant program, the State of Nebraska 
(under the direction of the NITC/OCIO) is already actively collaborating and coordinating with the NBO on the 
development of DEIA and BEAD plans to ensure Nebraskans have affordable internet connectivity, devices 
such as laptops and smartphones, and the skills to meaningfully use internet technologies. The grant will also 
promote the use of technologies such as telehealth and precision agriculture which are in the early stages of 
adoption and have the potential to significantly impact the lives of Nebraskans and the state’s economy.

Blueprint Nebraska

In 2021, the collaboration of Nebraska Business Stakeholders formed the Blueprint Nebraska Alliance. This 
strategic plan was released in 2019 and proposes 15 initiatives for making Nebraska a leader among its peers 
by 2030.43 The plan drew unprecedented engagement from state, private sector, agricultural, education and

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civic leaders, including the insights of 320 diverse industry council members from across the state, and more 
than 7,000 Nebraskans through 60 public meetings and a statewide survey. 

Related to workforce, the blueprint recognizes the need for increased collaboration between business and 
education and building upon the work of our chambers of commerce, educational institutions, and state 
agencies to develop public-private workforce partnerships. This initiative will unify and scale current efforts to 
create a model public-private partnership for the country. 

Specifically, the Blueprint recommends high-priority initiatives that directly align with BEAD (and DEIA) 
priorities and the work planned by the NBO: 

Scale public-private partnerships that create more internships and apprenticeships per capita and customized 
workforce solutions than any state in the Midwest. Including: To create more internships and apprenticeships 
per capita, the initiative will: • Focus on business issues. This effort will inform educators about in-demand 
occupations, offer tours, and provide career ladder information to students and Baby Boomers seeking 
encore careers. The effort will require increasing collaboration between educational institutions and 
businesses 
to ensure that they develop the skills needed in an ever-changing workplace. • Foster agency-business 
partnerships. Agency coalitions or collaborations are an effective means for businesses to learn about 
beneficial workforce programs and initiatives across the state and in their regions. This effort will work in 
concert with successful agency talent initiatives to enhance the support of businesses and to track outcomes. 
Such partnerships will also ensure awareness of and application to federal workforce programs and incentives, 
such as registered apprenticeships. For example, the EmployLNK model now replicated in Omaha, Norfolk, 
and Beatrice brings together agencies to speak to businesses with one voice. • Generate awareness among 
students. Communities will embrace the use of STEM mobile labs, especially in rural areas. 45 Schools and 
more than 50 businesses will partner to connect students with job shadows, internships, apprenticeships, 
and jobs/careers, adding to what the Jobs and Extended Learning Opportunities website and other resources 
provide. • Increase the number of apprenticeships and internships. This effort will direct more advertising to 
potential applicants (e.g., career fairs and digital marketing) to build awareness of apprenticeship and internship 
programs. It will also include commitments from many employers in the state to increase the number of 
apprenticeships and internships offered. More specifically, to deliver customized workforce solutions, this 
initiative will: • Create an employer concierge. The concierge should listen to business needs, connect multiple 
agencies, and assist with accessing relevant workforce resources. • Identify priority sectors for recruitment. 
This will require working with the business community to identify priority industries that have unmet talent 
needs (e.g., ag-tech and fin-tech). • Identify skills in high demand. Collecting input from businesses will 
ensure that the skills taught meet economic demand. • Strengthen education partnerships. This will require 
partnering with local colleges, especially community colleges, to tap their expertise in designing and delivering 
training that widens the community college pipeline for H3 (high-wage, high-demand, high-skill) careers. This 
approach complements agency efforts such as the Developing Youth Talent Initiative that seeks to inspire 
middle-school students to explore careers in manufacturing and IT. • Create opportunities for unemployed 
and underemployed populations. By building awareness, leveraging public- and private-sector solutions, and 
more fully utilizing existing services, such as the Nebraska Department of Labor reemployment system, this 
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effort will seek to fill jobs with the people we already have, starting with the unemployed and underemployed. 
• Create a value proposition for companies looking to expand. This will require collaborating with the
economic development community to create presentations highlighting the value of the programs offered and
to assist in pitching them to companies contemplating expansion.

Promote diversity to retain and attract talent, connect communities 
across the state. 
Encourage the private sector to lead by committing to increasing diversity. The effort might, for example, 
promote flexibility (e.g., changing policies and mindsets to make flexibility the assumed starting point for all 
roles, not the exception), goals and progress indicators tied to incentive structures, “shared care” parental 
leave policies (e.g., overhauling parental leave programs to encourage men to take primary responsibility for 
care and help women reduce the career and financial impact of unpaid parental leave 
and part-time work), company wide unconscious bias training, or formal sponsorship programs to improve 
retention of women. • Facilitate broader socio-economic diversity. This effort might focus on any or all of 
the following: data and research to develop solutions for low-income individuals; access to quality, affordable 
childcare; encourage expansion of family medical leave options; or more services for homeless families, 
including better access to quality mental health services. • Commit to inclusion for communities who need 
it most, such as veterans. This effort might focus on increasing access to mental health services, 
particularly for veterans, because they often have high rates of psychiatric disorders, substance abuse, and 
suicide. The effort might also encourage governmental collection of veterans’ data to support community 
needs and services and ensure fair and accurate representation. • Develop a statewide sibling communities 
and leadership development program. This effort might survey Nebraska communities and pair them to 
enable communities to benefit from others’ experience with similar issues and programs (e.g., business 
mentorship or cultural awareness programs). For example, the effort might pair urban and rural communities 
to exchange ideas and lessons learned and celebrate the strengths of both communities.

Under the banner of Reimagining and Connecting our Places, the Blueprint calls for increased rural broadband 
access and make Nebraska’s large and small cities national models for rapid 5G network scale-up to achieve 
a quantum leap in digital connectivity. (Note: these recommendations were penned prior to current federal 
funding availability. Although these initiatives are well underway, this doesn’t diminish the opportunity for 
engagement and collaboration since both the Blueprint and BEAD share similar priorities and goals.)

Determine high-need, high-impact areas for broadband and 5G expansion. This effort will survey a sample 
of unserved households and analyze population density, topography, and existing infrastructure to map the 
best technology for each geography. • Calculate the expected return using survey data on adoption rates 
and calculate the expected cost based on the technology needed to best serve the priority areas. • Seek 
partners for capital and optimize use of public funding. 
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The Nebraska Department of Economic Development
The Nebraska Department of Economic Development (DED) is focused on growing and diversifying the 
state’s economic base, bringing new dollars, new businesses, and new people into the state by supporting 
communities with development efforts, assisting with starting, retaining and expanding businesses, and 
promoting the state for business locations and expansions.

The Department’s 2023 goals include priorities that directly align with the BEAD Goals and objectives including:

1. Economic Growth and Expansion – Recruit high-wage, high-tech job creators to Nebraska while encouraging the
expansion of existing firms. Strengthen the entrepreneurial ecosystem and promote investment in high-growth
startups and small businesses. Develop first-rate sites, including a megasite, to attract major projects. Prioritize
continued action to address the workforce housing shortage. Foster community development and a better quality
of life. Grow Nebraska exports and international investment opportunities.

2. Talent Retention and Recruitment – Address the skilled workforce shortage in communities urban and rural.
Increase internships and apprenticeships while promoting direct pathways between students and employers.
Engage with the private sector to launch successful out-of-state recruitment initiatives and attract diverse talent.
Support the training and upskilling of employees to meet industry demands. Establish a robust pipeline between
Nebraska employers and separating military personnel from Offutt AFB and other states.

3. Brand Recognition – Promote and grow The Good Life Is Calling campaign to increase Nebraska’s presence on
the national stage. Creatively tell our story to attract opportunity seekers and roots returners to the state. Engage
with employers, policymakers, nonprofits, and the educational system to encourage statewide campaign buy-in
and participation. Make Nebraska synonymous with The Good Life Is Calling slogan. Celebrate and communicate
our successes growing Nebraska.

4. ARPA Execution – Successfully execute the State’s ARPA plan by making transformative investments in
Nebraska’s communities. Optimize every dollar entrusted to DED’s oversight. Deliver first class customer service to
grant applicants and awardees. Ensure rigorous compliance with state and federal statutes.

5. Airtight, Scalable Infrastructure –Scale up operational capacity to support DED’s tenfold growth from a $100
million to $1 billion agency. Redesign organizational structures to better manage increased workloads. Upgrade risk
management systems and controls across the enterprise. Develop change management processes to become
more agile as an agency.

Strategically partner with vendors and contractors to enhance efficiency. Leverage new technologies and 
automation to maximize productivity. Adjust policies and procedures to streamline workflows. 

Nebraska Department of Labor
The Nebraska Department of Labor’s mission is “Connecting People to Employment Success”. The agency is 
responsible for a significant number of programs that the NBO will need at its disposal to build and sustain the 
NE broadband workforce into the future. 

In addition to providing relevant labor data and standards, the N-DOT will be an invaluable partner to the NBO in 
the development of the BEAD Workforce plan by not only assisting with the correct classification of skills and 
careers, but also helping broadband-related employers and their subcontractors understand and engage on 
workforce assistance opportunities including on the job training (OJT), Registered Apprenticeships, Workforce 
training grants, Veteran employment (in partnership with Nebraska Department of Veterans Affairs), and WIOA. 
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“Nebraska Alliance for Nextgen Opportunities” (NANO)
One key Nebraska initiative that not only depends on the availability of high-speed, high-reliability broadband, 
but also stands to be a significant driver for adoption and long-term sustainability at the highest levels is the 
“Nebraska Alliance for Nextgen Opportunities” (NANO).

The State of Nebraska, along with public and private partners, has made significant financial commitments 
($320m (state) and $950m (private sector) respectively toward components of the NANO initiative, reflecting 
the collective belief in the transformational potential of this venture. 

The NANO consortium leverages a diverse range of expertise from academia, industry, defense, and 
community organizations, creating a synergistic platform for technological advancements and economic 
growth. The vision for NANO extends beyond technology deployment, it encompasses creating a skilled 
workforce, fostering industry-academia-government collaboration, and generating economic prosperity across 
the region. 

Strategic Partnerships: The Consortium comprises an impressive array of organizations including the 
Department of Defense, National Counterterrorism Innovation, Technology, and Education Center of 
Excellence (NCITE), Nebraska Strategic Research Institute (NSRI), University of Nebraska Medical Center, 
Nebraska Medicine, Knowledge Bridge International, Silicon Heartland, KANT AI, Nebraska Defense Research 
Corporation (NRDC), the University of Nebraska – Lincoln’s Innovation Campus. It also includes tech giants 
such as T-Mobile, Verizon and AT&T, and the Omaha Federation of Labor.

The BEAD and NANO programs have congruent goals related to funded activities – Deployment, Digital 
Equity and Accessibility, and workforce development aspects of each dovetail closely. Both programs target 
underserved communities and facilitating digital skills training, and both will play a significant/vital role in 
reducing the digital divide and promoting inclusive growth. 

NANO and BEAD teams will collaborate to leverage/align workforce opportunities, create on-ramps and career 
pathways, expand the use of pre-apprenticeships/apprenticeships, and coordinate outreach to underserved 
communities (provided through BEAD-DEIA) to avoid confusion, maximize reach for both programs, and 
promote career pathways.

Key areas of collaboration include (but are not limited to) agriculture, Department of Defense applications (in 
partnership with USSTRATCOM and the Nebraska Defense Research Corporation), advanced manufacturing, 
Telehealth (extended reality, immersive interactive medical training, etc), precision agriculture, enhanced 
veterinary work and husbandry, public safety (enhanced Next-Gen 911), improved quality of life (smart 
applications), and optimized command and control. 
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State of Nebraska Opportunity to Lead: Secure 5G Adoption and Statewide 
Deployment. 
Efforts are underway to launch a 5G initiative to provide “just-in-time” reliable and secure content and data delivery 
across Nebraska for economic development supporting:

• Agriculture

• Healthcare

• Workforce Development

• Federal Agencies and Department of Defense

• Rural and Public Power

The proposed goals for the initiative span the industries (listed above) to enhance the health and business 
missions for the state through “just-in-time” tele-health, tele-simulation, tele-mentoring, tele-proctoring, and 
data capture capabilities. 5G’s combination of faster communications at lower latencies also has the potential 
for workforce development for the State by transforming areas such as healthcare and health professions 
training, agriculture, federal relationships, and rural & public power.

During an April 2023 5G Mini-Summit entitled “Unlocking the Future of Nebraska: Connecting Businesses, 
Government and 5G to Create a High-Tech Secured Economic Ecosystem” representatives from across 
disciplines and stakeholders discussed topics ranging from “the impacts of 5G on healthcare training, 
cybersecurity, as well as future use cases and alignment with BEAD initiatives.

The NBO team will continue to monitor and engage with the teams/organizations advancing the proposal to 
enhance collaboration, reduce duplicative efforts, and maximize impact.

The Nebraska Broadband Office continues to strengthen partnerships and collaborations across the state to 
build out a network that can support not only broadband deployment, but also ensure all Nebraskans have the 
opportunity to equitably reap the benefits that come with affordable, accessible, reliable high-speed Internet 
applications and services.

5.8 Technical Assistance (#13)
The NBO has capacity to execute the 5-year plan and administer the more than $400 million allocated under 
the BEAD program. As of July 2023, the office is staffed by a director and a deputy director. In cooperation with 
partners throughout the State of Nebraska, the broadband office has obtained a thorough understanding of the 
needs of broadband providers, local governments, community organizations, and residents. However, the NBO 
will require support and clarification from the NTIA on several items required as part of the Initial Proposal.

As detailed more completely in section 3 – Table 2, the NBO will develop an internal team adding seven full-
time employees to support the director and deputy director. This will consist of financial expertise with the 
addition of a federal aid administrator and three grant accountants, along with a policy department staffed with 
a program and policy manager and two technical support experts. 
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Like other states, Nebraska will leverage outside consultants to assist with administering the BEAD program. 
The consultants will aid the broadband office with drafting the Initial Proposal, collecting and analyzing data, 
preparing any deliverables for NTIA, creating the states broadband map, assisting with the challenge process, 
and performing administrative work. The office will continue to refine the level of engagement from outside 
consultants as the BEAD program matures.

As the BEAD program progresses to the next phase, the NBO would seek additional resources from NTIA for 
the more technical aspects of the program. The guidance for the challenge process is much appreciated. NBO 
believes that clarity and additional guidance will be required to meet labor standards described in the Initial 
Proposal. 

Specifically, BEAD requirements appear to envision providers already having a supply of contractors and 
subcontractors in place for projects. However, NBO knows from speaking with providers that for other 
programs they are required to follow the procurement standards in 2 CFR 200.317-327. Clarity around the use 
of existing contractors or subcontractors would be appreciated. 

In light of the NTIA publishing the Request for Comments (RFC) at 88 FR 42918,44 the NBO further asks the 
NTIA to consider extending the time to submit the Initial Proposal, as any modifications taken from the RFC 
may impact the Initial Proposal. 

Furthermore, the Office of Management and Budget is due to issue a revision to the Uniform Guidance by the 
end of 2023. These changes may impact the Initial Proposal especially regarding requirements the state must 
pass to a subrecipient. As this is subject to change pivoting at the last moment may cause program delays. 

Lastly, more guidance and feedback is needed from the State Broadband Leaders Network. Assistance with 
compliance will be critical both for subrecipients and the state to produce correct and accurate reports. It 
is unclear if the state will need to provide rollup reports to NTIA or use the NTIA grants portal to approve 
subrecipient reports. Strategies on public outreach and tribal engagement during the Initial Proposal period 
would be welcome as this will be a more detailed engagement and public feedback period. More data around 
community assets will need to be collected and made uniform.

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7.0 Appendices

Appendix A: Key Definitions
Affordable Connectivity Program

The Affordable Connectivity Program (ACP) is a Federal Communications Commission (FCC) benefit program 
that helps ensure that households can afford the broadband they need for work, school, healthcare and more. 
The benefit provides a discount of up to $30 per month toward internet service for eligible households and up 
to $75 per month for households on qualifying Tribal lands. Eligible households can also receive a one-time 
discount of up to $100 to purchase a laptop, desktop computer, or tablet from participating providers if they 
contribute more than $10 and less than $50 toward the purchase price.

Broadband or Broadband Service

The term “broadband” or “broadband service” has the meaning given the term “broadband internet access 
service” in Section 8.1(b) of title 47, Code of Federal Regulations, or any successor regulation, meaning it is a 
mass-market retail service by wire or radio that provides the capability to transmit data to and receive data 
from all or substantially all internet endpoints, including any capabilities that are incidental to and enable 
the operation of the communications service, but excluding dial-up internet access service. This term also 
encompasses any service that the Federal Communications Commission finds to be providing a functional 
equivalent of the service described in the previous sentence or that is used to evade the protections set forth in 
this part.

Community Anchor Institution

This is an entity such as a school, library, health clinic, health center, hospital or other medical provider, public 
safety entity, institution of higher education, public housing organization, or community support organization 
that facilitates greater use of broadband service by vulnerable populations, including, but not limited to, low-
income individuals, unemployed individuals, children, the incarcerated, and aged individuals (60 years of age or 
older).

Covered Population 

Covered populations include aging individuals, incarcerated individuals, other than individuals who are 
incarcerated in a Federal correctional facility; veterans; individuals with disabilities; individuals with a language 
barrier, including individuals who (i) are English learners; and (ii) have low levels of literacy; individuals who are 
members of a racial or ethnic minority group; and individuals who primarily reside in a rural area.

Dark Fiber

Refers to fiber optic cable that’s not in use, and it refers to the practice of leasing out unlit fiber directly from the 
carrier to the customer.
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Digital Equity

The term “digital equity” means the condition in which individuals and communities have the information 
technology capacity that is needed for full participation in the 

society and economy of the United States. This is the definition set forth in Title III of the Infrastructure Act. See 
Section 60302(10) of the Infrastructure Act.

Digital Navigator

Digital Navigator program model furthers digital inclusion efforts to ensure that more individuals and 
communities, including the most disadvantaged, can access affordable broadband, devices, and opportunities 
for digital skills training needed for full participation in our society, democracy, and economy.

Economically Distressed Community 

NBO will consider an area economically distressed if either the 2020 per capital BEA PCPI or PCMI metric is 
below the 80% threshold. The Nebraska counties meeting this definition are in the table below:

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Hotspot Loan Program

A Hotspot Loan Program provides internet access to families and households that lack these services. The 
mobile hotspots are easy to use and allow users to connect their laptop, tablet, and other Wi-Fi enabled devices 
to the internet.

High-Cost Area

The term “high-cost area” means an unserved area in which the cost of building out broadband service is 
higher, as compared with the average cost of building out broadband service in unserved areas in the United 
States (as determined by the Assistant Secretary of Commerce for Communications and Information, in 
consultation with the Federal Communications Commission), incorporating factors that include— (I) the remote 
location of the area; (II) the lack of population density of the area; (III) the unique topography of the area; (IV) a 
high rate of poverty in the area; or (V) any other factor identified by the Assistant Secretary, in consultation with 
the Commission, that contributes to the higher cost of deploying broadband service in the area. For purposes 
of defining “high-cost area,” the term “unserved area” means an area in which not less than 80 percent of 
broadband-serviceable locations are unserved locations.

Interconnect

The physical linking of two networks for the mutual exchange of traffic on non-discriminatory terms and 
conditions.

7.0	 Appendicies

Last Mile 

Last mile refers to the network infrastructure that carries signals from the network to and from the end-user 
premise. Depending on the network design and density of the area served, the actual distance of the last mile 
can be relatively short or maybe considerably longer than a mile. 

Middle Mile 

Middle mile refers to the portion of the telecommunications network that connects a network operator’s core 
network to the local network (last mile) plant. Middle mile facilities provide fast, large-capacity connections 
ranging from a few miles to a few hundred miles. 

Partnership

A formal relationship between two or more parties that enter into an agreement for the sake of advancing 
broadband enablement. 

Scalability

The capacity to change the size or scale of the broadband architecture to achieve substantially higher speeds 
(up to 10 Gbps) with minimal to no investment.

Served

For purposes of the BEAD Program, any location with speeds of 100/20 by technology that meets the 
definition of Reliable Broadband Service is considered served. Reliable Broadband Service is broadband service 
that the FCC Broadband DATA Maps show is accessible to a location via: (i) fiber-optic technology; (ii) Cable 
Modem/ Hybrid fiber-coaxial technology; (iii) digital subscriber line (DSL) technology; or (iv) terrestrial fixed 
wireless technology utilizing entirely licensed spectrum or using a hybrid of licensed and unlicensed spectrum.

Subsidy

An assistance program to assist with the monthly cost of services. Federal programs include the Affordable 
Connectivity Program (ACP), Emergency Broadband Benefit (EBB), or Lifeline. 

Underserved 

For purposes of the BEAD Program, an underserved service project is defined as a project in which not 
less than 80 percent of broadband-serviceable locations served by the project are unserved locations or 
underserved locations. An “Underserved Service Project” may be as small as a single underserved broadband 
serviceable location. An underserved location is defined as a broadband-serviceable location that is (a) not 
an unserved location, and (b) that the Broadband DATA Maps show as lacking access to Reliable Broadband 
Service offered with - (i) a speed of not less than 100 Mbps for downloads; and (ii) a speed of not less than 20 
Mbps for uploads; and (iii) latency less than or equal to 100 milliseconds (NOFO Section I.C.bb).
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Underrepresented Communities

The term “underrepresented communities” refers to groups that have been systematically denied a full 
opportunity to participate in aspects of economic, social, and civic life, including: low-income households, aging 
individuals, incarcerated individuals, veterans, persons of color,

Indigenous and Native American persons, members of ethnic and religious minorities, women, LGBTQI+ 
persons, persons with disabilities, persons with limited English proficiency, persons who live in rural areas, and 
persons otherwise adversely affected by persistent poverty or inequality.

Underserved Location

The term “underserved location” means a broadband-serviceable location that is (a) not an unserved location, 
and (b) that the Broadband DATA Maps show as lacking access to Reliable Broadband Service offered with—(i) 
a speed of not less than 100 Mbps for downloads; and (ii) a speed of not less than 20 Mbps for uploads; and 
(iii) latency less than or equal to 100 milliseconds.

Unserved 

For purposes of the BEAD Program, an unserved location is defined as a broadband-serviceable location 
that the Broadband DATA Maps show as (a) having no access to broadband service, or (b) lacking access to 
Reliable Broadband Service offered with - (i) a speed of not less than 25 Mbps for downloads; and (ii) a speed 
of not less than 3 Mbps for uploads; and (iii) latency less than or equal to 100 milliseconds.

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Appendix F: Establishing a Pipeline of Workers

Establishing a 
Pipeline of Workers
The Department of Economic Development (DED) recognizes that talent acquisition and 
development is one of the top priorities for Nebraska businesses and an essential element for 
our state’s economic success. The following are programs/resources available through the 
Department of Economic Development, Department of Labor, and Department of Veteran’s 
Affairs for Project Nora to consider for their workforce needs.

Customized Job Training
The Customized Job Training program provides employee training assistance to businesses that 
maintain, expand, and diversify the state’s economic base. Award amount are $1,000-$4,000 per new 
job created in the state.

ImagineNE – Revolving Loan Fund: Workforce Training Loan
Any Taxpayer with an application under the ImagiNE Act is eligible to apply for a loan through 
the ImagiNE Revolving Loan Fund. Taxpayers may receive up to one workforce training and one 
infrastructure development loan per ImagiNE agreement. Eligible uses include expenses incurred to train 
current or newly hired employees for jobs, existing or created. 

InternNE
Intern Nebraska (InternNE) provides grants to business who want to create net new internships in the 
state. The grant provides reimbursement up to $7,500 for internship wages, tuition reimbursement, 
housing, transportation, and recruitment costs. 

NE Career Scholarships Program
Nebraska Career Scholarships Program is a collaboration between DED and Nebraska community 
colleges and private, nonprofit colleges to provide scholarships to students pursuing degrees in programs 
of study leading to high wage, high skill and high demand careers. A requirement of the scholarship is 
students must complete a Nebraska-based internship, apprenticeship, clinical position, or employment in 
their field of study. 

Nebraska Developing Youth Talent Initiative (DYTI)
DYTI is a collaboration between Nebraska businesses and public schools, in order to provide hands-on 
career exploration and relevant workplace learning opportunities to 7th and 8th graders in STEM 
related occupations.

Worker Training Grants
The Department of Labor (DOL) provides funds to Nebraska businesses who are expanding Nebraska’s 
workforce by increasing the pool of highly skilled workers in Nebraska, support public and private job 
training programs designed to train, retrain, our upgrade work skills of existing Nebraska workers, recruit 
workers to Nebraska, and/or train new employees of expanding Nebraska businesses. 

Registered Apprenticeship (RAP) and Youth Registered 
Apprenticeship (YRAP)
The Department of Labor’s RAP and YRAP combine supervised on-the-job training with technical 
classroom instruction in subjects related to apprentices occupation and the sponsoring employers 
industry. Throughout the apprenticeship, apprentices gain both OJT with their employer as well as an 
industry recognized credential upon completion. 

SkillBridge
Skillbridge is a Defense Department (DOD) program for transitioning Service members. The program 
connects service members with industry partners in real-world job experiences. Employers have the 
opportunity to create their SkillBridge program to meet their specific needs, matching those needs to 
skills and abilities of servicemembers, at no cost to the employer. Service members continue to receive 
their military compensation and benefits while participating in the program.

Section 2. Acknowledgement of Federal Subaward

CPFFN0183. The Subrecipient named herein filed an application for a grant award with the 
Commission which was subsequently approved in a Commission Order entered on __________, 
2023 (“Award Date”).   In whole or in part, the funding source for the Grant Award1 is from the 
CPF.  As such, the Grant Award is considered a Subaward as defined in 2 CFR § 200.1 and 
federal financial assistance in relation to the Single Audit Act Amendments of 1996 (31 U.S.C. 
7501-7507). The term “Subaward” means an award provided by a pass-through entity to a 
Subrecipient for the Subrecipient to carry out part of a federal award received by the pass-

the completion of the Project.
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Section 7. Grant Reimbursement

3. If the Commission determines that Subrecipient has failed to satisfactorily carry out its
responsibilities under the Grant Award, in addition to other remedies at law, the
Commission may withhold reimbursement to the Subrecipient until such time as the
Commission and the Subrecipient can agree on a plan to remedy the deficiency.

4. Subrecipient acknowledges and understands that the Commission will be required to
provide public reports detailing the status and expenses of all grant awards.

Section 8. Reporting Requirements

Subrecipient understands that it may be required to provide other reports concerning its 
financial condition, use of grant funds, or operations as requested by the Commission.

c. the progress towards fulfilling the objectives for which the assistance was
allocated;

d. the speed and average price of the most subscribed tier of the Subrecipient’s
broadband service in the project area; and

e. a map showing the areas where construction has been completed and the
geospatial location of residences and business that are capable of receiving the
newly deployed or enhanced broadband service.

3. ARPA Reporting- Subrecipient shall comply with any Treasury or additional Commission
reporting requirements necessary to comply with ARPA.

4. Final Close-out Report-No later than sixty (60) days following the completion of the
Project or termination of the Grant Award or expenditure of all award funds, whichever
occurs later, Subrecipient shall file, on forms prescribed by the Commission, a Close-out
Report which addresses the following:

a. a description of the accomplishments of the objectives set forth in the
Subrecipient’s application;

b. a description of any problems, delays or adverse conditions that occurred, or
which impacted the overall Project objectives, caused any missed deadlines, or
precluded the Subrecipient’s ability to achieve the desired outcomes of the
Project.
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c. a comparison of how grant funds were spent against the original budget submitted
to the Commission and approved in Subrecipient’s application; and

d. a map indicating that all construction has been completed as proposed in the
application. If there was a portion of the proposed project area that was not
constructed Subrecipient acknowledges and agrees that the Commission may
require a portion of the Grant Award to be rescinded or refunded.

Additionally, as the Close-out Report forms have not been made available to the Commission as 
of the date of this Attestation and Agreement, the Subrecipient will comply with any request for 
additional data not specified herein, but which the Commission determines is necessary to 
comply with Treasury reporting requirements. 

Section 9. Grant Close-out 

Unless the Commission authorizes an extension, Subrecipient will liquidate all obligations 
incurred under the federal award not later than seventy-five (75) calendar days after the end date 
of the period of performance as specified in this Attestation and Agreement, Subrecipient will 
promptly refund any balances of unobligated cash that the federal awarding agency or pass-
through entity paid in advance or paid and that is not authorized to be retained for use in other 
projects. 

Subrecipient will account for any real and personal property acquired with federal 
funds received from the Commission.  

Section 10. Access to and Retention of Records 

Subrecipient shall maintain records and financial documents sufficient to evidence compliance 
with Treasury's regulations and guidance regarding the eligible uses of funds.  Subrecipient shall 
permit and shall require its agents and employees to permit the Commission or its authorized 
representative to inspect all work, materials, payroll, records of personnel, invoices of materials, 
and other relevant data and records; and to audit the books, records, and accounts of the 
Subrecipient pertaining to the Grant Award and the Project. Where an independent audit is 
conducted in its normal course of business, Subrecipient shall submit one copy of any such audit 
to the Commission or its designated representative within thirty (30) days of receipt of such 
audit.  

Subrecipient agrees to create and maintain records supporting its activities and services covered 
by the Grant Award, including but not limited to, financial records, supporting documents, and 
such other records as are required by federal or state law or regulations, for a period of five (5) 
years after either the termination date of the Grant Award as provided in the Close-out Notice 
provided by the Commission, or the conclusion of any claim, litigation or exception relating to 
the Grant Award, whichever is later. These records will be kept in Subrecipient’s offices.  
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Subrecipient shall provide to the Department of Legislative Auditor, the Office of the Inspector

Section 11. Project Monitoring 

The Commission or any of its authorized agents may monitor and inspect all phases and aspects 
of Subrecipient’s performance to determine compliance with its Grant Award, and the proper use 
of grant funds. This may include on-site visits in addition to requests for written documentation. 
The Commission may advise Subrecipient of any specific areas of concern and provide 
Subrecipient a reasonable opportunity to take corrective actions acceptable to the Commission. If 
correction actions are not taken, depending on the severity of the area of concern, the 
Commission may take further action consistent with 2 C.F.R. § 200.339 including, but not 
limited to, temporarily withholding award payments pending correction of the deficiency, 
disallowing any applicable match credit for all or part of the cost of the activity not in 
compliance, termination of the Grant Award in whole or in part, withholding further federal 
awards for the Project or program, and/or taking any other remedies that may be legally 
available.  

Section 12. Assignment 

The rights to any grant funds awarded hereunder may not be assigned, transferred, or conveyed 
in whole or in part without the prior written consent of the Commission. For purposes of 
construing this clause, a transfer of a controlling interest in Subrecipient, a merger, sale or 
consolidation of Subrecipient, or a sale of substantially all of Subrecipient’s assets shall be 
considered an assignment. Subrecipient agrees that it shall provide the Commission with the 
earliest possible advance notice of any proposed sale or transfer or any controlling interest in or 
substantial assets of Subrecipient and of any proposed merger, sale, or consolidation of 
Subrecipient. Subrecipient agrees that it shall not use this Grant Award, or any portion thereof, 
for collateral or to otherwise secure any financial obligation of Subrecipient or any affiliate 
thereof without the prior written consent of the Commission. Subrecipient further agrees that it 
may not assign, pledge as collateral, grant a security interest in, create a lien against, or 
otherwise encumber any payments that may or will be made to Subrecipient under this Grant 
Award. 

Section 13. Conflicts of Interest 

Subrecipient understands and agrees it must maintain a conflict of interest policy consistent with 
2 C.F.R. § 200.318(c) and that such conflict of interest policy is applicable to each activity 
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funded under this Grant Award. Subrecipient must disclose in writing to the Commission or 
Treasury, as appropriate, any potential conflict of interest affecting the awarded funds in 
accordance with 2 C.F.R. § 200.112.
